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THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE CLASSICAL THEORY OF LABOR VALUE

The vast majority of calculations in various fields of the economy is related to
calculations of cost indicators. Today valuation of products, goods, material objects and
services is measured only by monetary indicators. In economics and finance, the term
“value” in the present is understood as an indicator in the form of the amount (number) of
money and does not mean other numerical indexes.

However, along with a monetary estimate that has historically been quantitatively
calculated, economic science has been focusing for over four centuries on an understanding
of value as an indicator measured not by money. Starting from the works of A. Smith,
D. Ricardo is the basis of the value of every object made by humans, goods they produce is
labor, which is understood as the human effort necessary for the production of this object or
thing or service. The labor value, interpreted as the “deposit of labor into goods™ and as the
evaluate of goods by the human labor, is at the heart of the evaluation of goods and services
in the theory, which is referred to as classical political economy. The economic teaching of
A. Smith and D. Ricardo became the basis for K. Marx's economic theory. Later in the
economic literature, the doctrine of K. Marx and his followers began to be called the theory
of labor value.

However, neither A. Smith, nor D. Ricardo, nor K. Marx, and none of their supporters
offered an indicator of measuring the amount of labor spent in the form of a numerical
indicator. Thus, in the first volume of Capital, K. Marx gives a definition that labor value
are measured by the number of hours of working time. And based on the superficial
interpretation of the expression — “hours of work,” — followers of classical political
economy believe that the measurement of the value of labor is calculated by astronomical
hours, that is, those hours, which counting is carried out by the clock. However, the amount
of astronomical time during which a worker (employee, manager) works is not an indicator
of labor spent. For more details, see [1; 2; 3; 4 and 5]. In fact, other mechanism functions,
which give, as a result, a numerical indicator of the amount of labor spent.

Observing the worker during the performance of his work functions provides a number of
effective indicators that characterize the amount of work. See more about it [1]. In order to
determine the indicator that describes the amount of labor spent, choose one of them,
namely, — the frequency of heart rate, or, what is the same, the number of human pulse on
the worker during his work over a period of time, as a rule — in one minute. Observations
show that the more labor is put into goods (employee, manager), the greater the number of
impacts of his pulse. This is directly proportional to the dependence of the number of human
pulse on the number of work many times registered, for example [6; 7; and 8].

Specific types of work can be divided into groups depending on the load, using as an
indicator of the frequency of pulse. In 1963, Brown and Growden in England investigated
the industrial workers associated with the Slough Industrial Health Service and published
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the following data in Slough Scales: — the pulse (beats per minute) dependence on the
workload: light work — 60-100, moderate 100-125, heavy 125-150, very heavy
150-175 beats per minute [6]. A group of scientists from France, Switzerland and Belgium
in 1967 published J. Scherer’s book “Physiologie du travail (ergonomie)” [7]. In this book,
H. Monod and M. Pottier give the following classification of work on the frequency of heart
pulse: very light work — up to 75, light 75-100, moderate 100-125, heavy 125-150, very
heavy 150-175, extremely hard work — more than 175 beats per minute [7]. In studies of the
Soviet period, 1981, in [8] the following data: very light work of 70-80 heart beats per
minute, light 80-90, moderate 90-100, average 100-125, severe 125-150.

We choose the unit of labor value light work, which is characterized by 75 pulses per
minute. That is, one hour of labor value is 4,500 pulse hit. The figure of 4500 pulse points is
calculated as a product of 75 beats per minute for 60 minutes. So, let's write: 1 hour of labor
value = 1 hour of value = 4,500 human pulse beats. The unit of measurement of labor value
chosen by us has the following dimension: 1 hour of cost is equal to a total of 4,500 impacts
of an employee's pulse. Then, respectively, 2 hours of cost is equal to 9000 pulses, 3 hours
of cost is equal to 13,500 pulses, 8 hours of cost equals 36,000 pulses of the worker.
Consequently, having an aggregate amount of human heart pulses per day, for example,
8 hours of work, of a particular worker in total, for example, in the amount of 63000 heart
pulse, we have 14 hours of value (63000/4500 = 14). This means that during the period of
8 astronomical hours of work, the worker (employee, manager) transferred to the product
the labor (to a goods or to service) 14 hours of value or the work of such a worker during
8 astronomical hours creates a value of 14 hours. Such a “discrepancy” between the amount
of astronomical hours of work and the number of labor value hours of work is due to the
fact that the amount of work of such an employee takes into account its number of heart
pulse, which averaged over 130 beats per minute, that is, it was a hard work compared to
light in 75 heart pulse per minute, and therefore, such a work has created a higher value
compared to light work for the same period of work during one and the same astronomical
time. Such indicators have long been used extensively in the measurement of sports work
and in the characteristics of the number of work in space medicine [9; 10].

As a result, a new economic indicator is proposed that characterizes the amount of human
labor expended, or that it is an indicator of such value that is different from the traditional
monetary indicators. Scientists of the Sumy State University (Sumy, Ukraine) have
theoretically substantiated and proposed a practical application of a new economic indicator
that characterizes and measures quantitatively spent labor during its performance of labor
functions, namely, 1 hour of value is equal to 4,500 heart pulse for worker, or that one and
the same thing, — a 1 hour of labor value contains 4,500 impacts of the employee's pulse
(worker, employee). Briefly, in essence, about the indicator of the labor value, see Authors'
certificates No. 69353 of 22.12.2016 [11] and No. 72280 dated June 21, 2017 [12].

THE ECONOMIC ESSENCE AND CLASSIFICATION OF RISKS
IN THE CONTEXT OF MODERN SCIENTIFIC CONCEPTS

Against the background of increasing volatility of economic processes, the significance
of uncertainty, as a factor in the environment in which companies operate, is increasing. The
implementation of economic activity and business development in conditions of uncertainty
requires special attention to assessing the risks of the company and building a competent
management system for them.
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Risk is a complex phenomenon, having a large number of mismatches, and sometimes, as
opposed to the basics, because of which the concept of “risk” can be characterized from
different points of view.

The first direction is represented by the classical school. In his work, A. Smith [5, p. 144]
describes an entrepreneur who, is the owner of capital, consciously takes risks for the
realization of commercial ideas, since the investment of capital always contains an element
of risk. D. Ricardo [4, p. 247] also linked the level of risk to the level of entrepreneurial
profit, describing profits as “reward for troubles and risks associated with the productive use
of capital”, which is typical of this school, but it should be noted that, recognizing the
existence of risk, risk management and evaluation has not been addressed.

A transitional moment in the study of the problems of risk is reflected in the works of the
representative of the neoclassical school of A. Marshall [2, p. 258], where he examines an
entrepreneur who carries out his activities under risk. It emphasizes the existence of
alternatives, in choosing which the economic entity will be guided by the size of the
expected profit and the magnitude of its possible fluctuations. Thus, the entrepreneur makes
a choice in favor of a guaranteed profit, and not a profit of the same size, but associated with
greater risks.

The main difference between the classical and neoclassical theory of entrepreneurial risk
lies in the relation to the possibility of a positive deviation from the expected value of profit.

However, both schools consider risk as a consequence of the uncertain environment in
which the company operates, without sharing these two concepts.

For the first time, the relation between the terms “risk” and “uncertainty” is considered in
the works of F. Knight [1, p. 150], who understands the probability, evaluated in any way,
by probability, and under uncertainty, a situation that makes it impossible to make
calculations, calculate the numerical probability, even if only subjective. Also, his work
underlined the possibility of measuring risk. So, only in case of risk “the distribution of
results in the group is known” [1, c. 193], while in the case of uncertainty, it will be
impossible to predict the result.

The next step in developing the theory of risk is the theory of strategic games, first
introduced in the article by John von Neumann, and then in a work published in co-
authorship with O. Morgenstern [3, p. 547]. The difference of this theory was that if
previously an entrepreneur is considered in isolation, the theory of strategic games takes
into account his environment, where everyone tries to maximize their benefits
simultaneously, knowing about the goals, benefits and possible actions of others. If previous
theories regarded risk as a given, then they paid insufficient attention to its origin, then the
theory of games demonstrated the intentions of others as a source of risk.

The next stage was the appearance of the work of the American economist H. Markowitz
[1, p. 79], where he proposed the variance indicator used in the risk assessment process,
thereby replacing decision-making on an intuitive basis with statistical calculations, and also
developed an algorithm for the formation of an effective investment portfolio.

As follows from the above analysis, the content of such a concept as “risk” has
undergone great changes, each of the scientific schools had its share in its understanding.
However, considering the evolution of this concept, it is possible to single out its main
components, such as the result of risky activity and risk measurement. Result of activity:

— if the classical school associated risk only with possible losses, then starting with the
representatives of neoclassical school, the result of risky activity is considered as a positive
deviation of profit. Risk measurement:

— representatives of classical and neo-classical schools considered risk an integral part of
economic activity, but the first work, which examined the possibility of risk measurement in
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detail, can be considered F. Knight's Risk, Uncertainty and Profit [1, p. 147], the
“distribution of results in a group”.

Value of concepts risk and uncertainty is the possibility of measuring the risk and
deviating real profits from the planned required division of the concepts of risk and
uncertainty. So, there are two potential sources of uncertainty:

— uncertainty due to incomplete knowledge of factors affecting the behavior of economic
entities;

— uncertainty, as a result of internal unpredictability in behavior

economic subjects, which determine their decisions taking into account the potential
significance of accidental impacts.

Based on the analysis, the following aspects of the concept of “risk” can be distinguished:

— the result of a risk situation can be either positive or negative for the economic entity;

— the risk contains an element of chance and the probability of any outcome

(quantitative measure of risk);

—an indispensable condition for the existence of a risk is uncertainty;

Both external and internal environment of the economic subject can serve as a source of
risk.

Thus, the risk can be defined as the quantifiable measurable possibility of deviating the
planned income of the economic entity from the actual received.

The above aspects allow us to disclose the nature and main functions of risk.

Analysis of the data in the above table allows us to identify a number of risk functions.

1. The analytical function assumes that when making a decision the entrepreneur always
calculates several variants of the development of events — pessimistic, realistic and
optimistic. Software products developed for risk management now provide opportunities to
provide a very large number of scenarios.

2. The innovative or stimulating function is that the risk forces the enterprise to look for
new unconventional solutions to eliminate the adverse consequences of the onset of risk
events, which often leads to the introduction of new technologies into the production
process, changes in the assortment, introduction of novelties, and optimization of production
and business processes.

3. Regulatory function in fact allows eliminating barriers that prevent the introduction of
product or process innovations at the enterprise, but at the same time it can lead to
management decisions, not taking into account the laws of business development.

4. The protective function is necessary in order to stimulate the enterprise to create
reserve funds and apply modern forms of insurance.

The risk in the work of the entrepreneur is a kind of reflection of economic freedom,
therefore the market economy in fact always concludes for the companies greater risks than
any other. We can not talk about eliminating the uncertainty in entrepreneurial activity,
since this element corresponds to the economic laws of the free market.

The variety of risks inherent in companies in the course of carrying out activities can be
classified in accordance with several approaches.

The system-wide approach used in this classification combines financial risks with
commercial risks, risks associated with the purchasing power of money, and investment
risks. Thus, financial risks are present in both the first and the second group.

They are divided into different groups of classifications, which demonstrates the
heterogeneity of this concept.

Hence, risk management is one of the most important components of the company's
activities.
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Risk management can be characterized as a management activity aimed at risk
classification, identification, analysis and evaluation, development of ways to protect
against risk [1, p. 273].

Thus, the risk management system aims not only to neutralize the consequences of risk,
but also to take advantage of opportunities arising in a risk situation; therefore, risk
management can be considered as the development and implementation of activities aimed
both at counteracting the negative impact of risk factors, and on the use of their positive
effect. It is management that comes to the forefront, not risk elimination. In general, the task
of risk management can be defined as the development and implementation of an integrated
solution that minimizes the impact of adverse events that can cause adverse harm to the
company.

Thus, risk management is one of the most important stages of company management. In
the process of management, the entrepreneur faces the task not only to identify possible
risks and prepare measures for their optimization, but also to identify the level of risk
necessary to obtain a given profitability and stable development of the company.
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FUNCTIONS OF THE MODERN STATE AND ITS ROLE
IN THE PROVISION OF PUBLIC GOODS

In economic theory, the term “market failure” is used, which means the failure of a
market mechanism to perform its tasks. This insolvency is conditioned by the objective need
of the state as a public institution to assume the functions that are not under the control of a
market mechanism, among such functions — providing citizens with public goods.

In our view, the functions of the state are a reflection of its state of development,
demonstration of socio-economic priorities, which the country seeks to achieve by applying
appropriate levers and mechanisms of influence on the economy [1, p. 40].

In the modern welfare economy, the opinion is advocated that the basic principles and
purpose of the state is to create a social welfare. In the theory of public choice, institutions
are being put on the forefront, and the mechanism for studying state functions is considered
complex on an equal basis with other institutions. Any economic system represented by the
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social system with its mentality, customs and relevant institutions, including the institution
of the state.

The evolution of social development changes the economic system, leads to the
transformation of state functions, changes in economic policy, including financial [2, p. 55].

In the opinion of the advocate of James Buchanan's public choice theory: ... the state in
the broad sense is a complex institutional complex capable of achieving much of what is
“good” ... but state activities can also have negative consequences — that is, it can do a lot
of “bad” ... in general, a collective enterprise” [3, p. 76]. J. Buchanan says that: “... we are
immersed in anarchic chaos and uncontrolled exploitation under the weight of the state —
Leviathan” [3, p. 25]. Richard Masgrave, a well-known representative of the modern theory
of public finance, agrees with the opinion of Professor J. Buchanan, however, in his
opinion, the government is needed, and the question is, what should and should not be done.
The thoughts of R. Masgrave coincide with the position of J. Buchanan, which should
restrict the state. It is necessary to limit not only the actions of the state, so that the
coexistence in society has risen over the situation of the Gobbsian jungle, and also need
restrictions and for those actions that are entitled to individual people. To impose such
restrictions, the collective action of a democratic state is required. Therefore, it is truly
important that the combination of restrictions imposed on collective and individual actions
[3, p. 89]. We agree with R. Masgrave's opinion that only a democratic society with
developed institutions, which not only controls the actions of the state, but also actively
participate in the system of public administration can limit the actions of the state.

In our opinion, the state is an institution that should protect the interests of individuals in
society, create conditions for their self-realization and development, honest, harmonious and
just coexistence in society [1, p. 44].

We agree with the position of R. Masgrave and believe that the state as a joint venture,
which reflects the interests of individuals and social groups, must function successfully.
Since, in other circumstances, it will not be able to provide the population with a large
number of high-quality public goods and services. However, this issue can be solved
through the creation and operation of effective institutions that will adjust the behavior of
individuals in the appropriate direction.

It is quite understandable and logical that the state as a huge enterprise should have a
flexible structure of public administration in order to respond in a timely and effective
manner to challenges, both internal and external. Its mobility will increase significantly if
part of the authority is delegated to regional and local self-government bodies. Because at
the local community level, the problems and needs of social groups and individuals are
better understood.

In the state, according to R. Masgrave: “... the very individuals themselves, but in a
democratic society, it is the group of individuals who act and determine the results”
[3, p. 92]. It follows that the individual, though he is the subject of public relations, however,
is not the final instance in decision-making, since the social group takes over this right.

Developed civil society is one of the indicators of the formation and success of the
country. In such a country, citizens are not just individuals living in the same territory, but
free people who know that the future of citizens depends on their joint actions [4, p. 105].

According to our belief, without the institution of the state and its “embedded”
institutions, including the government, it is almost impossible to solve the “problem of a
non-cash” in the provision of public goods, besides, it is necessary to take into account the
fact that the state is a communicative link in the private and public security. The model of
the “problem of a non-cash” is a reflection of the deep essence of society, an understanding
of one or another behavior of an individual or group of people in society.
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According to R. Masgrave: “... for the functioning of society there must be principles,
there must be a rule of law, there must be restrictions related to permissible behavior.
However, the function of the principles lies not only in limiting, but also in giving the
opportunity” [3, p. 43]. This statement by R. Masgrave is, in our opinion, logical and
absolutely correct, since the introduction of some restrictions alone will not allow
individuals to self-improvement, both individually and in society, but on the contrary
humiliates the individual and the state itself.

In our opinion, the opinion of R. Masgrave deserves attention on the fact that: “... The
share of government expenditures on goods and services flowing into investments,
especially if humanitarian investments into human capital (education and health) are taken
into account, as a rule exceeds the share of investments in private expenditures. In addition,
by its nature, certain public investments, such as investments in transport, education and
science, are particularly important for economic growth” [3, p. 52]. Thanks to state
investments in human capital, citizens receive better education, save health and live longer,
improve their skills for work throughout their lives. In addition, healthy and intelligent
people provide a steady dynamics of socio-economic development of the country, promote
scientific and technological progress, help to use natural resources more efficiently,
strengthen economic potential.

Modern highly developed states, which are still called “welfare states”, face the problems
of increasing transfers on the one hand and on the other, not the desire of taxpayers to
generate new revenues. After all, we do not live in an ideal society, where full mutual
understanding and comprehensive responsibility of each person reigns.

The research shows that the institution of the state today fulfills the main social function
— providing citizens with public goods. The effectiveness of the functions of the state is
closely linked to the democratic maturity of economic, political and social institutions, and
their role and importance in the socioeconomic life of the country. What is the optimal size
of the state (public) sector, the society decides. For Ukraine, in our opinion, at the current
stage of socio-economic development, not so much the size of the public sector is important,
as the establishment of interconnection and trust between the state and society.

In modern conditions of evolution, especially with the expansion of decentralization, the
state already passes part of the national functions to the level of local self-government. This
process meets the principle of maximum efficiency with the definition of clear goals and
objectives from the point of view of the greatest effect from their implementation. We hope
that the transfer of state functions will positively affect the quality of providing public goods.

Improving public relations will facilitate the transformation of state functions and in the
future there will be a shift of functions into the category of service services that the state
must provide to society. This will lead to the fact that the state, as a socio-economic
institution, will not be over, but along with society, and this will have a greater effect on the
economy. Means of financial, including fiscal policy, will be weakened by focusing only on
general public needs [2, p. 55].

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SUSTAINABLE BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT:
MODERN MANAGERIAL CHALLENGES

Sustainable development is more than a modern concept. It is a way of thinking. Initially
this broad policy was presented as a set of conscious and environmentally friendly rules on
how to preserve our planet while meeting the needs of current generation without
compromising such an ability of future ones. However, in almost twenty years the situation
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changed. Nowadays, green practice is no more the voluntary option. It is an important
imperative, initiated by global community. Mainly, sustainable development is extremely
crucial in business context, as it helps to set up responsible corporate practice within three
directions: economic, social and environmental. Moreover, as a competitive advantage such
a policy gives unique opportunity to open innovative markets and reach new consumers.
Therefore, challenges for managerial staff are becoming more difficult and complex.

Strategic planning — is a well-known approach which enables corporate leaders to define
the key directions of future development or highlight ways of improvement. In context of
sustainable development, the very first step is to select the most crucial and achievable goals
out of the 17 proposed SDGs. After that, the adequate targets are to be chosen as well. It is
the most challenging stage, as the company has to focus on perspective ways of doing
business in future, taking into account the already selected goals and possible risks.
Moreover, the level of risk is dependent mainly on company size and production scale.
Because of various organizational structures, the number of management levels are
different. Speaking about SMEs, for example, the scope of required actions for sustainable
business development is much less than in case of multinationals. Nevertheless, the national
economies are made up of small privately owned enterprises, that is why the issue of
sustainable policy coverage here is more complex.

Thus, managers of SMEs can become an important catalyst for changes in the way of
thinking about the company’s growth and development, and, consequently, the economic
development. They play a special role in identifying the values of the company and in
shaping its organizational culture, identifying key issues and creating the image of the
company’s future development. A significant condition of the practical implementation of
the sustainable business development concept is, however, the managers’ mental ability to
perceive chances resulting from it and to persuade all the stakeholders to introduce
necessary changes. In the processes of company’s sustainable development, the leadership
must be both competent and sincere. The behavior and actions of a manager must include
both personal and professional aspects. A manager needs to be authentic and reliable, and
know how to positively balance various interests [2, p. 67].

In case of multinationals or big corporations, the situation with sustainable business
development practice is much more complicated. In spite of the fact that huge financial
resources could be invested in significant social and ecological projects (with various
stakeholders), the outcomes of such activities are inextricably linked to corporate image and
reputation (incl. goodwill). Moreover, besides the needs of non-corporate stakeholders,
managers are to constantly reconsider policies concerning employees and production in
general. Flexibility and proactive thinking — are key.

The success of sustainable business initiatives is driven not just by the extent to which the
company can engage the stakeholders’ reason, but also their emotion and other affective
drivers. To do so effectively, corporate leaders need a different mindset. This new mindset
would see business, civil society and nature as deeply and existentially interconnected,
acknowledging the limitations of what can be formally analyzed or valued in the
marketplace. Jib Ellison and Ram Nidumolu call this the integrated mindset because it
integrates analytical focus with contextual insights [1].

Following the abovementioned peculiarities, it is important to mention that a complex of
intrinsic and extrinsic factors are to be taken into consideration while establishing
sustainable business. New generation of managers are of high demand:

o free thinkers with extensive expertise;

e broad-minded, decisive and flexible leaders;

e achievers who have transferable skills (incl. time-management).
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To sum up, sustainable business development is obviously essential in scope of global
trends. The most crucial precondition for efficient business operations is dedicated to such a
business model, which enables the company to focus on both corporate and non-corporate
actors and emphasize the clear link that exists between performance and sustainability. In
essence, it is about delivering the idea of conscious behavior and transparency by means of
purposeful managerial impact.
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TNCS’ INVESTING POLICY

One can not fail to note the special role of banks with the participation of foreign capital
in the transnationalization of the economy of Ukraine. First of all, we emphasize that they
serve related TNCs, and also often specialize in servicing other non-residents, their
affiliated structures in Ukraine on transactions with the National Bank of Ukraine. This
largely determines their sustainable and dynamic development. According to the NBU, the
majority of banks controlled by foreign capital are included in the group of 200 largest
banks, wholly owned by non-residents and the bank, the authorized capital of which is more
than half formed by means of foreign investors. As NBU experts note, on the part of banks
controlled by foreign participants, the struggle for leading positions in the banking system
as a whole is intensifying. Thus, in the group of the largest banks, all banks controlled by
foreign participants improve their positions every year [2; 3; 12].

The methods and forms of introducing foreign TNCs into the Ukrainian economy, in
principle, do not differ from the methods of introducing these economic entities into the
economy of others. However, in Ukraine they have an unguestionable specificity. In the
expansion of foreign TNCs in Ukraine, a large place belongs to the reimbursement on its
territory of completely foreign enterprises (branches and subsidiaries of TNCs). In the late
1980s, a qualitatively new, promising form of transnationalization of the economy appeared
in the USSR-consortiums involving large-scale trade between the USSR and Western
partners.

In the writings of Western researchers, there is an opinion that attracting foreign TNCs to
the country's economy may entail an increase in its openness and competitiveness in the
world market. Consider, for example, the branches of the Ukrainian economy the
peculiarities of the impact of foreign TNCs on the efficiency and stability of their
development, and try to test the hypothesis of the positive influence of the capital of foreign
TNCs on the development of the economy of the host country [5; 6; 7; 11; 12].

We analyze the situation in the field of foreign direct investment in Ukraine. The
activation of FDI inflow to Ukraine was observed from the late 80's — early 90's.
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XX century. It should be noted that in the early 90's. XX century. in the Ukrainian economy
there was a deep crisis, and consequently there was a growing need to attract additional
capital, especially in the form of FDI, which are investments by foreign investors (the main
of which are TNCs) directly into the real sector of the economy. The dynamics of import of
foreign investment in Ukraine by types and countries for the period from 2011 to 2016 is
presented in Table. 1, in Fig. 1.

It should be noted that despite the growth of absolute FDI, their share in the total volume
of foreign investments for the period under review decreased by 20.3%, which reflects a
decrease in the propensity of investors to invest in the real sector of the economy.

According to the government Ukrainian statistic, FDI in various spheres of the economy
to the national economy in 2016 reached about 6.8 billion dollars (increased by 101.8%
compared to 2007). In hryvna equivalent, the growth in FDI was 213.3% for the period from
2011 to 2010. In accordance with the forecast of the Ukrainian economy developed by the
specialists of the Ministry of Economic Development, FDI in Ukraine will increase by 5—
7% annually [1, 2, 12].

Indicative is the fact that in the rating of the investment potential index calculated by
UNCTAD experts for 140 countries on the basis of 12 parameters, Ukraine rose from 48
positions to 41 (in terms of exporting FDI) and from 95th to 78th place (in terms of FDI
imports) for the period from 2001 to 2011. This trend can be seen as leading to improving
the investment climate for foreign capital, which increases the attractiveness of the
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Ukrainian economy for the largest suppliers of capital in the global economy — transnational
corporations. Nevertheless, in the ranking of countries (2016) on the actual import of FDI,
Ukraine occupies the 128th position, and on the actual export of FDI — 41st place. The
current situation indicates the incomplete use of the Ukrainian economy's capacity to import
foreign direct investment, which is mainly due to the continued high risk of investing in
Ukraine [2; 3].

In general, based on the analysis of the situation in the field of foreign direct investment
(most of which is carried out by transnational corporations), a number of fundamental
conclusions can be drawn about assumptions about the nature of the impact of transnational
corporations on the economy of the host country.

Further transnationalization of the domestic economy is an objective necessity. Its
development is associated with the evolution of the forms of introduction and activity of
transnational capital into the Ukrainian markets according to the general pattern of the
characteristic of the world economy as a whole: from the placement of its own subsidiaries
in Ukraine to establish branches and international joint ventures. However, when joint
ventures in countries with developed market economies are the most often involved,
partners with comparable potential, which are in the field of activity, and each of which can
be the same rather than complementary contribution. She, as a partner, most often makes an
additional contribution to develop its own economic entities. In general, based on the
analysis of the situation in the field of foreign direct investment (most of which is carried
out by transnational corporations), and a number of fundamental conclusions can be drawn
about assumptions about the nature of the impact of transnational corporations on the
economy of the host country.
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THE FACTORS OF THE TRANSFORMATION
OF THE MEDICAL INSTRUMENTS MARKET

Despite the fact that the medical instruments have existed since the ancient times and
their evolution can be traced from bronze knives in Mesopotamia to the automated
operation in 2010, we may affirm that the accelerated development of the medical
instruments market began at the end of XIX — the beginning of XX centuries. Its main
factors are:

— significant acceleration of the world industrial development rates, changes in the
quality of labor activity and the dominance of machine building. A striking example for
such a transformation is the industrial revolution in England that took place in the second
half of the XVIII century and spread throughout the XIX century to other countries of
Europe, the USA and Japan. During this period, namely in 1895 the German physicist
Wilhelm Conrad Rontgen created an X-ray machine, and in 1903 the Dutch physiologist
constructed a device for registration of electrical heart activity, which is now known as
electrocardiograph;

— hyper-rapid world population growth and the emergence of new professions. According
to the UN statistical data, as of 1900, the world population was estimated at 1.65 billion
people [1]. With the development of labor activity the number of professions and
professional diseases increased. Employees occupied in hazardous industries, such as
miners, people occupied in chemical industry, etc. appeared to be prone to specific diseases
of respiratory tract, nervous system, internal organs, which required the development of
fundamentally new diagnostic tools;

— a significant increase of scientific discoveries, that affected on the one hand the
development of medicine, on the other hand medical engineering. Originally many medical
devices were not invented in the result of clinical research, but in the process of creating
fundamentally new technical inventions in other areas, which is an instance of the “dual
use” effect. A good example of such an invention is magnetic resonance imaging (1973) — a
non-invasive technology used to diagnose lesions of organs caused by injuries, tumors, heart
attacks. The mentioned know-how was developed on the grounds of fundamental research
of the atom structure.

In the beginning of XXI century the medical instruments market gained a new impetus in
its qualitative development, reflected in:

— gradual transition to automated operations. In September 2010, a surgery on the
femoral vascular system of the patient with the involvement of robots took place at the
Lublin Medical University under the direction of Borut Gersak. Prior to this, robotic
assistants only imitated human movements while involved in the above operation robots
performed their movements after pressing the corresponding buttons;

— penetration of the Internet into the field of medical instruments. With the help of the
Internet remote treatment becomes possible. For example, electrocardiography, spirometry,
blood glucose rate and other analysis data can be sent via a laptop, smartphone or any other
electronic device to a laboratory located miles away from a patient that in the opposite
direction provides the results of the tests with no need to visit the laboratory personally;
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— increasing demand for new inventions and new approach to treatment. Aggregate
demand for modern and effective medical instruments is growing because of the constantly
growing population and emergency of new professions and professional diseases. An
evidence of growing demand is the amount of world sales revenue from medical devices in
2008 which is $ 210 billion — twice as much as in 2001 [2].

Obviously, the above list is not exhaustive, but in our opinion this list includes main
reasons for which medical instruments market has gained its development and continues to
evolve.

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DEVELOPPEMENT DE L'ECONOMIE DE LA CONNAISSANCE
DANS LES PAYS DU MONDE

Le terme “économie de la connassance” a été proposé par Fritz Mahlup en 1962, ce qui
signifie un secteur distinct de 1'économie. Maintenant, ce terme est utilisé pour déterminer le
type d'économie ou la connaissance joue un réle décisif, et la production de connaissances
devient une source de croissance. L'économie fondée sur la connaissance, combine les
caractéristiques d'une économie postindustrielle, mondiale, de réseau, d'information et
d'innovation. Selon la Banque mondiale, 1'économie de la connaissance comprend quatre
¢léments principaux: l'éducation et la formation, qui caractérisent la disponibilité d'une
population éduquée et professionnellement formés capables de produire, de distribuer et
d'utiliser les connaissances; l'infrastructure d'innovation dynamique, caractérisé par
I'information et les technologies de communication qui peuvent fournir la distribution et le
traitement de [l'information; les incitations économiques et le régime juridique,
l'environnement économique qui favorise la libre circulation des connaissances, leur mise en
ceuvre et le développement des entreprises; les systémes d'innovation ce sont le réseau de
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centres de recherche, d'établissements d'enseignement supérieur, d'entreprises privées et
d'organisations impliquées dans la production de nouvelles connaissances et leurs
applications.

La nature postindustrielle de 1'économie est associ€e a une modification du rapport entre la
production matérielle et le secteur des services. L'économie mondiale et de réseau est liée au
fonctionnement des entreprises en réseau, ainsi que l'utilisation généralisée de la technologie
de l'information. L'économie innovante cherche a réduire les coits et encourage I'utilisation
de modeles de réseau, 1'¢laboration de normes communes et la recherche conjointe.
L'infrastructure d'information de I'économie crée des possibilités de communication et une
interaction en ligne continue entre les transporteurs de connaissances. L'économie de
l'information du savoir est due au fait que l'information joue un role décisif en tant que
facteur de production. Le role dominant de I'économie est joué par la production high-tech a
forte intensité de science; une part croissante du PIB fournit différents types de services.

L'équilibre du développement de 1'économie de la connaissance peut €tre estimé en
comparant les cofits de la recherche et de 1'éducation et 1'effet obtenu. Cet indicateur ne doit
pas étre excessivement bas (dans ce cas, les colts de production et de diffusion des
connaissances sont inefficaces) ou trop ¢élevé (ce qui indique que le pays ne développe pas
ni la R&D ni I'éducation, ou n'attribue pas de ressources pour leur développement).

L'économie de la connaissance a trois caractéristiques principales. Le premier est la
discrétion de la connaissance. La deuxiéme caractéristique est que la connaissance, comme
d'autres biens publics, en cours de création, accessible a tous sans exception. La troisieme
caractéristique de la connaissance: par sa nature est un produit d'information, et
I'information aprés qu'elle est consommeée, ne disparait pas. L'économie du savoir est un
agrégat inséparable du marché du savoir, du marché des services et du marché du travail.

L'économie de la connaissance dans les pays du monde crée de nouvelles conditions pour
la redistribution des connaissances et la distribution de la technologie au niveau mondial,
créant ainsi un environnement commercial mondial. La mondialisation n'implique pas une
uniformité dans la distribution des connaissances et le développement des pays. L'économie
mondiale devient plus asymétrique, ce qui est déterminé par le progreés technologique rapide
d'un certain nombre de pays. Le développement innovant moderne est déterminé
principalement par la dynamique et les tendances mondiales. Ces derniéres années,
I'attention est portée aux aspects pratiques de l'exposition et a la commercialisation des
connaissances, la protection de la propriété intellectuelle, la convergence des changements
technologiques et des compétences sur le marché du travail, les compétences de gestion.

Les indicateurs qui déterminent la compétitivité dans 1'économie du savoir est le degré de
performance de I'innovation, la connaissance des actions ayant un potentiel commercial, le
degré d'innovation, la dynamique de 1'échange international de connaissances, le soutien a
lI'innovation de financement, le développement des infrastructures de l'information, le
niveau de l'activité, la qualité du potentiel humain.

Parmi les approches existantes pour évaluer I'économie de la connaissance, les approches
utilisées pour construire des indices intégraux, qui sont des indicateurs agrégés équilibrés,
sont compilées a partir d'un certain nombre d'indicateurs. A 1'échelle d'un pays, ces
indicateurs permettent une analyse comparative des niveaux de développement de
1'économie du savoir dans les différentes régions. Les organisations internationales utilisent
des indices intégraux pour construire et comparer les classements des pays avec le niveau de
développement de 1'économie du savoir. Le systéme d'information du systéme de suivi pour
le développement de I'économie de la connaissance est mis en ceuvre par des organisations
internationales: [I'Institut de statistique de I'UNESCO, Eurostat, la Banque mondiale,
I'OCDE et dautres. Les indices intégraux calculés par les organisations susmentionnées
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liées a 1'économie de la connaissance comprennent: Indice de 1'économie du savoir
(Knowledge Economy Index, KEI), Indice de la société de l'information (Informational
Society Index, ISI), Indice de disponibilité en réseau (Networked Readiness Index, NRI),
Indice de développement humain (Human Development Index, HDI), Indice de capacité
d'innovation (Innovation Capacity Index, ICI), Indice mondial de I'innovation de Boston
Consulting Groupe (Gl BCG)) et autres.

En général, selon ces indicateurs, les pays ayant les meilleures économies d de la
connaissance sont la Suisse, le Japon, I'Allemagne, les Etats-Unis, la Finlande, le Danemark
et la Suisse. Selon certains indicateurs de 1'économie de la connaissance, 1'Ukraine occupe
des positions basses, par example, droits de propriété, protection de la propriété
intellectuelle, efficacité du cadre juridique, importance des normes d'audit et de reporting,
protection des intéréts des actionnaires, inflation annuelle, efficacité de la politique
antimonopole, la charge des procédures douaniéres. La rivalité la plus compétitive est la
performance des scientifiques et des ingénieurs, le taux de couverture de I'enseignement
supérieur, la part des exportations dans le PIB.

En général, un pays qui convertit intensivement les connaissances scientifiques en
nouvelles technologies et biens acquiert la possibilité d'assurer des taux stables de
développement économique, de concentrer les efforts nationaux sur les domaines
prioritaires du développement scientifique et technologique et socioéconomique des
systémes d'innovation étatiques et de renforcer sa compétitivité sur les marchés mondiaux.
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THEORY OF CRISIS MANAGEMENT

Crisis management is complex and requires the integration of activities within the
individual functional subsystems of organizations, which opens up more opportunities for
the timely identification of the symptoms and working towards successfully overcoming
them. Organizations nowadays face huge challenges related to handling crisis processes,
considering the persistent trends over the past years towards an increase in the number and
the duration of crises. Furthermore, globalization facilitates the spread of crisis processes at
faster rates affecting entire industries, countries and regions.

In recent years, issues related to crisis management, have become increasingly relevant
and important for the survival and progressive development of organizations. There are
various definitions of the concept in specialized literature. Some researchers connect crisis
management only with the action taken during times of crisis [1].

According to I. A. Blank crisis management is a system of principles and methods
applied for the development and implementation of a set of specific managerial decisions
aiming to raise the awareness about the occurrence of organizational crises and their
management while minimizing their adverse consequences [2]. Therefore crisis manage-
ment encompasses a number of actions targeted at predicting the risk of crisis, the analysis
of its symptoms, and taking measures to reduce its possible adverse implications and to
utilize all possible opportunities with regard to the organization’s further development. The
analysis of the business operations of the contemporary organizations provides for drawing
the conclusion that many of them make mistakes in the area of crisis management. Among
these mistakes are the following:

e Underestimating risks related to the symptoms of an imminent crisis.

¢ The decision-making process is slowed down, despite the unfolding crisis processes.

e Underestimating the damage inflicted by the crisis on the various groups of
stakeholders and as a result on the organization’s reputation.

e Insufficient analysis of the key business processes in the organization affected by the
crisis.

e The organization underestimates the lessons from the acquired negative experience
based on crisis-related decisions.

e There is lack of reserve resources which can facilitate the process of tackling the crisis,
among other problems.

Therefore, the mistakes made in crisis management result in grave problems that
jeopardize the existence of the organization: difficulties related to overcoming the crisis
processes, development of full-scale crisis, decline in sales and labour productivity,
tarnished company reputation, among other problems. Organizations undergo continual
changes related to both internal and external environment. This calls for changes in the
management methods. This is a reason why crisis management also undergoes changes and
makes it possible for organizations to adapt adequately to the new conditions. The following
stages in the evolution of understanding crisis management can be outlined [3]:

e First stage: emergence of an unexpected crisis situation. The manager’s organizational
skills and his stress resistance are of key importance in this situation. Practice shows,
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however, that the aim of crisis management cannot be limited only to the survival of the
organization.

e Second stage: crisis management entails coordinating activities aiming at preventing
crisis, cushioning the severity of the crisis and eliminating its negative consequences.

e Third stage: the prevalent argument is that the efficiency of crisis management depends
primarily on identifying the crisis on time and the prompt response of the organization.
Therefore, crisis management has to identify the crisis, plan the anti-crisis actions and
conduct anti-crisis measures.

e Fourth stage: enhancing crisis management at the expense of forecasting and
preemptive functions, development of crisis strategies, which include eliminating the
negative socio-economic consequences of the crisis.

A crisis marks a turning point in the performance of an organization based on internal
and external factors. There is need for urgent changes in the management model and the
decision-making practices. The crisis is: “a low-probability, high-impact event that threatens
the viability of the organization and is characterized by ambiguity of cause, effect, and
means of resolution, as well as by a belief that decisions must be made swiftly” [4].
According to Hermann, a given situation can be considered a crisis when it is seen as
unexpected by the people affected, poses a threat to them and has to be overcome in due
time [5]. Different characteristics of crises can be outlined:

e A crisis presents both a threat to the performance of the organization and an opportunity
for its further development. (Treating a crisis solely as a threat is a narrow-minded and
simplistic approach.)

e Ambivalence of the outcome: survival or end of the organization. According to
Krystek, a crisis is an unplanned, unwanted process of a limited duration and the possibility
to have impact with ambivalent outcome [6].

e In general, crises are difficult to forecast and present high risk.

e A key factor to the successful handling of crisis phenomena and processes is the
effective management of the relationships of the organization with its stakeholders.

e Crises quickly spread out of the unit where they originate.

e Crises generate surprises for the organization since time is limited and there is deficit of
other resources.

e A crisis quickly limits the possibilities to take actions etc. The causes of a crisis can be
both objective and subjective: the economic situation and the market conditions, inefficient
investment decisions, employers’ actions, inadequate managerial decisions etc. Therefore
the factors (reasons) for the crisis are endogenous and exogenous with regard to the business
organizations. The development of a crisis as a process undergoes several stages [7]:

e Potential crisis: the performance of the organization is endangered by the occurrence of
a threat that requires adequate managerial actions; the genesis of a crisis process in the
organization — the crisis is not actual, but just possible (the quasi-normal state of the
organization: no reliable symptoms of the crisis are evident); there is still time before a
crisis in the organization occurs.

e Covert (latent crisis): in case no adequate actions are undertaken during the potential
crisis; temporary difficulties in the attempts to achieve the organizational goals and resource
allocation; the early warning system and the potential of the organization are not fully
utilized to overcome the crisis; efforts should be aimed at the early identification of the
latent crisis.

e Overt (evident crisis): if measures taken to overcome the covert crisis prove inefficient;
explicitly evident threat to the efficient performance of the organization, which could be: o
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controllable (acute controllable crisis): the actual adverse impact of the crisis starts; the
intensity of the real destructive factors intensifies; lack of time, which requires immediate
and urgent managerial decisions; the organization’s potential should be pulled together in
order to overcome the crisis; the organization is still in a position to overcome the crisis
successfully; o uncontrollable (acute uncontrollable crisis): final stage of the crisis process;
the organization’s potential needed to overcome the crisis is insufficient; the crisis should be
resolved.
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PREREQUISITES AND POLITICAL-ECONOMIC CONSEQUENCES
IN THE UK AFTER BREXIT

The political and economic boundaries between Great Britain and the European Union
have been characterized by persistent contradictions since the beginning of the integration
process and to the current political crisis, the culmination of which was the voting of most
British citizens to exit the European Union.

A retrospective overview of the main stages of UK integration with the EU claims that,
despite the significant economic benefits that the Kingdom has gained since the entry into
the European Community, both local communities and political elites have always been
restraining the deepening integration processes.

The object of research in this work is the modern processes of disintegration of Great
Britain from the European Union which are called “Brexit”. The purpose of the study is to
analyze the preconditions, causes and possible scenarios of the economic and political
development as a result of the Brexit process.

Great Britain has always had a special position among the members of the European
Union. The British political elites support the horizontal expansion of the Union by
encouraging candidates for entrance into EU institutional structures through funding and
implementing of joint programs. At the same time, the country's attitude towards deepening
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integration is clear: the Kingdom is against of monetary and financial integration, opposes
the extension of the authoritites of supranational defense institutions, and avoids the
participation in a common migration policy.

The late engagement of Britain into European integration processes, the priority of
military-political, security issues in relations with its partners, testify that the British
economic interest in participation in integration processes was missing, in contradiction
with its partners — France and Germany. At the same time, the results from the participation
in the common market for the economy of Great Britain in the late 60's and early 70's had
an impressive effect: the intensification of competition through participation in the common
market has become an incentive for innovation, increased productivity, improved product
quality, as a consequence it has lead to exports expanding and the growth of the national
economy.

Thus, according to data after the entrance to the EU from 1973 to 2013, the average GDP
per capita in the UK exceeded the same exponents of France, Germany, Italy, and in 2013,
British GDP per capita outpaced these three strong European economies. London, with the
use of its international, political and military capabilities, was influencing the Union in
order to adapt it to its needs and interests [1].

Among the European countries, the main trading partners of Great Britain were Germany
(14.2% of the British trade turnover), France (8.2%) and the Netherlands (6.5%). The
country was also actively engaged in the foreign trade of goods with a number of countries
in the Asia-Pacific region — China (3.3%), Japan (2.6%), Hong Kong (2.1%), Singapore
(1.2%) [1].

Indeed, the Brexit will have an impact first and foremost on large multinational
companies. On the one hand, the common market and the import of finished products into
the territory of other EU countries contributed to the placement of manufacturies and
management centers of such large companies as “BMW”, “Siemens”, the headquarters of
large companies (for example, “Vodafone). However, the abolition of the import privilege,
the obligation products™ and services™ certification that will operate after the termination of
membership, will lead to a reduction in the profits of large businesses, and later on, to their
closing in the UK territory.

The referendum on UK membership in the EU was held in the UK and Gibraltar on
June 23, 2016.

Results of this referendum:

* 51.9% of voters have expressed their desire to leave the EU.

* 48.1% of voters stand for the European Union.

» Scotland and Northern Ireland as a whole have expressed their desire to remain as a part
of the EU, but Welsh and Englishmen voted to exit [2].

On March 29, 2017, British Prime Minister Teresa May signed a letter to the Head of the
European Union, Donald Tusk, announcing the start of the UK's exit from the EU. It is
expected that negotiations on the UK's withdrawal from the European Union will last for
about two years and, thus, the country may leave the Union in March 2019.

The most “significant” argument in favor of the exit from the EU is the abolition of the
budget contribution of Britain, which amounts to about 13 billion pounds (4.5 billion
pounds were returned last year to the intended use, therefore, the total ammount of
contribution is 8.5 billion pounds).

However, supporters of the exit from the EU do not take into account the subentions in
the amount of 4.5 billion pounds for regional aid and agro-sector from the European budget,
as well as direct aid to the private sector in the amount of 1.5 billion pounds.
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Among the social-economic arguments in favor of the exit are the protection of the
British borders of migrants. Although, in fact, the United Kingdom is not a member of the
Schengen Agreement, it is obliged to admit EU citizens from other member countries to its
territory. However, the UK's exit may lead to another demographic and labor threat — the
exit from the EU will not only close the way for migrants from the East, but will also make
it impossible to replenish the labor market by young specialists from the other EU countries,
which solved the issue of the lack of labor forces and national aging.

Until now, the UK has not accepted the EU currency, the euro, and is not part of the
Schengen area. This testifies about its intentions to carry out independent currency and own
migration policies.

Another problem is the UK's intention to be less dependent on European law and a series
of reforms. The reason for this is the desire to have more influence over the enactment or
amendment of laws, especially of those relating directly to domestic policy.

Brexit will have negative consequences for the global economy. It is possible that Great
Britain has made such a strategic decision in terms of achieving, in the long term, the
strengthening of its economic potential. However, in the short term, there is likely to be a
reduction in trade between Great Britain and the EU due to the uncertainty of legal and
customs procedures and the abasement of business activity. The expected scenario of future
development could be in the diversification of economic agents of trade flows and the
reorientation from the EU market to other commodity markets (the markets of the countries
of the British Commonwealth of Nations, the Asia-Pacific region, BRICS, North Africa).
But the process of forming new trade relations and joining new markets will be quite
complicated, expensive and longstanding, considering the fact that over the past decades the
main foreign market for British companies was European.

Uncertainty in the British economy and the loss of economic “confidence” in the business
environment leads to corresponding difficulties and problems in the investment sphere in
future of the global economy. Under the economic conditions that arise on the British
market, investors prefer to wait with expenditures until more definite conditions. Reduction
of foreign investments may lead to the falling British pound sterling to the US dollar and the
Swiss franc, as it happened on the first days after the referendum. Experts predict a decline
in the total investment for the British economy in the second half of 2016 by about 20-25%
compared to the same period in 2015 due to uncertainty in the markets and the inability to
estimate the results of Brexit.

A definitive conclusion about the possible results of changing the format of the
relationship between the most powerful union and one of the most dynamic and progressive
economies in the world can not be made, since the consequences of the break of close
integration boundaries will depend on the chosen scenario of further trade relations, the
principles of the parties in resolving critical issues, as well as the level of involvement of
other leading economies in the negotiation process, the stability (instability) of the world
economy and the world market conjuncture.

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CROWDFUNDING AS A WAY FOR THE DEVELOPMENT
OF UKRAINIAN BUSINESS

The importance of information technology rapidly increases with every new day.
Technological development has led to the emergence of different possibilities in the field of
implementation and maintenances of economic activities of financial organizations. Having
access to information the huge number of people are allowed to reduce the gap between
professional and beginners in various disciplines. As a result, organizations are able to use
the global business network for their own purposes, attracting millions of people to work on
different tasks. There is a new economic model — “Wikinomics” established at the forefront
of development of economy and information technology.

The use of modern communication in business opportunities contributed to the emergence
of the new models of the market economy. So, with the help of Wikinomics we have
definitions of the concepts of “crowdsourcing” and “crowdfunding”, which become more
common with some time and continue to develop farther. Domestic scientists, unfortunately,
do not pay enough attention to these directions of the economy development [1].

The purpose is to reveal the meaning of “crowdfunding” as a new trend in the economy,
consider the main principles and the need to justify it to our modern financial environment.

It is believed that crowdfunding is a form of crowdsourcing, which is an integral element
of the Wikinomics. This is the assistance of independent members and enthusiasts in the
implementation of the project presented. Development of the

Crowdsourcing has shown that if people are willing to invest their time and effort, it is
possible that they are ready to invest in the idea. So there is a crowdfunding — raising funds
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through the network for the certain goals. Crowdfunding is a collective cooperation of
people who voluntarily pooling their money or other resources together, usually via Internet,
to support the efforts of other people or organizations. Funding scheme crowdfunding can
be used for various purposes — help for the victims of natural disasters, support by the fans,
support of the political campaigns, financing start-up companies and much more.

The principle of operation of this model consists in the following: You are as the
developers of the interesting projects publish your ideas, descriptions, models and sketches
in the Internet. Stakeholders vote and invest. The reward for such depositors is virtual or real
gratitude. As a rule, investors are not interested in receipt of dividends or share in the
business. For the online crowdfunding special online platforms have been developed, which
are the intermediaries between the owner and project sponsors and investors. Such platforms
are dedicated to the selection and demonstration of business ideas. With their help, the
sponsors can directly finance the project and stay informed about the upgrade process [2].

Funding is provided under certain project that has developed business plan, competently
calculation, as well as resources of income and project costs open to all participants of the
investment. In case that the collective funding provides support for a commercial project,
profit is distributed between the investors in accordance with the percentage of invested
funds. The positive aspects of the use of crowdfunding are: full control of implementation
of the project; full possession of the capital; development, implementation and analysis of
marketing product approach; consideration of the target audience influence on new product;
if the project does not meet the target audiences and there is a failure, the developer does not
loose etc. Drawbacks of the crowdfunding are: each new project has ups and downs; full
responsibility; big competition.

One of the problems of development of crowdfunding is the fact that users do not trust
the internet projects and are not ready to finance in rather inaccessible ideas. To maintain
the integrity and proper collective financing three main approaches are offered: regulation,
study, training [3]. In Ukraine, this model has just begun its development. And even there
are examples of successful implementations such as the charity initiative “Tabletochki”,
where volunteers collect money for treatment for the Children's Hospital “Okhmatdet” or
“From Heart to Heart”, which is not for the first year successfully held in Ukraine. For sure,
the data from the first Ukrainian crowdfunding platform “Spilnokost” indicate that the funds
raised via this platform almost doubled each year compared to the previous one (Graph 1).
However, “Spilnokost” represents the special type of platform distinctive for Ukraine which
called community-enhancing philanthropy. Therefore, it is difficult to talk about the
development of such types of crowdfunding as equity or investment crowdfunding which
are more useful for small business. On the other hand, data also show that there is conducive
environment for development of culture of giving since the EuroMaidan events.

The main causes of the slow speed of implementation are the low popularity of Internet
payments (over all Ukrainian population), distrust and lack of the culture of funding,
inability to quality monitor contributions and undeveloped legislative support.

In order to leverage the impact of crowdfunding on Ukraine’s economy transformation
processes, its advocates should develop targeted approach to the variety of audiences
focusing on incentives driving their activity [4]:

e Those already donating should learn to be conscious givers and be involved into
campaign oversight throughout and beyond the project’s life;

e Those who have not tried but are potentially willing to donate should be well informed
about opportunities and decide which causes they really care about;

e Project authors should consider options for enhancing the audiences and reaching out
to new ones as well as seeking more meaningful engagement with their existing donors;
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e Reform promoting organizations should consider trying crowdfunding as a tool for
citizen outreach and engagement as well as diversification of funding sources;

e International donor community should consider crowdfunding as a tool for increasing
civil society sustainability and reducing their donor dependence;

e The Ukrainian government should be ready to use the tool strategically for
accountability and delegating decision making to community level (through community
budgeting).

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FACTORS OF INFLUENCE ON DEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT
OF THE NATIONAL ECONOMY

Under factors of management of the development of the national economy on the effect
of savings on the level of GDP should be understood as factors that can be distinguished
from the following groups:

e price factors, which include: the effect of the interest rate (with rising prices, the
demand for money increases, which results in an increase in the interest rate. Which, as a
result, reduces GDP due to demand for those goods for which a loan is required); the effect
of wealth (the rise in prices causes a decrease in fixed income); the effect of net exports
(affects on GDP through foreign economic activity, that is, it manifests itself when there is a
change in prices for goods in the domestic market);

e non-price factors:

expectations: this factor is usually generated by the psychology of the behavior of
economic subject. Expectations can affect the current behavior of both households and
enterprises. Expectations of growth of inflation rate have an impact on GDP, because in this
case, current purchases of consumer goods are increasing, ahead of rising prices [3].
Changes in investment costs depend on the expectations of enterprises. If prospects for high
returns from future investments are unconvincing, investment costs will decrease, that will
cause GDP reduction;

— the state's economic policy: by increasing government procurement, the government
contributes to GDP growth. By raising the income tax on the population, the government
reduces the tax-free income of the population, reducing the volume of GDP. Raising taxes
on corporate profits, the government causes a decrease in the expected rate of net income
from investments. This will reduce the investment component of GDP. An increase in the
money supply in the economy raises GDP, and its reduction leads to a decrease in GDP;

e changes in the global economy: Since GDP is affected by net exports, this means that
changes taking place in the international trade situation also have an impact on GDP [1].
These changes can be affected as follows:

— growth of economic activity of foreign partners, accompanied by the growth of their
GDP, causes the growth of domestic exports, which in turn — GDP growth;

— change in the level of prices (growth) in the country of foreign partners, this causes an
increase in exports in the domestic economy, which leads to GDP growth;

e macroeconomic factors: supply, demand and distribution. Supply factors include the
quantity and quality of natural and human resources, the volume of fixed capital, scientific
and technological progress [2]. Exactly these factors that determine the ability of GDP
grows, but the ability to grow and real growth, which follows from the following factors,
must be taken into account. Factors of demand foresee the growth of production potential by
ensuring the full utilization of the volumes of all resources. Distribution factors include the
distribution of growing resources in order to obtain the maximum amount of useful
products.
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e scientific and technological progress: STP is closely linked to investment activity.
Investments in different ways can affect the economy. On the one hand, investments lead
mainly to saving labor costs and increasing the cost of fixed capital, which is called labor-
saving. On the other hand, investments are fund-saving. If the former lead to an increase in
earnings for wages, then the second — to increase wages in relation to profits. In fact, the
growth of GDP contributes to investment in fixed capital.

Along with the factors that have a significant impact on GDP growth, there are factors
that lead to its reduction, which include the legislative activity of the state in the field of
labor protection, the environment protection, etc.

There are also a number of factors that influence on GDP growth, but quantitative
assessment of them is very difficult. These include the provision of the country with varied
natural resources, the quantity and quality of land, climatic conditions, social, cultural,
political environment and even national traditions.

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PROBLEMS OF REGULATION
OF THE TELECOMMUNICATION INDUSTRY IN UKRAINE

The reform of the telecommunications policy is based on the legislative framework and
the activities of regulatory bodies, which is caused by dynamic changes in development
trends in accordance with the change in technological structures and, accordingly, changes
in the trajectories of economic development and structural changes. Nanotechnologies,
biotechnologies, cognitive sciences (artificial intelligence systems) and information
networks are the priority branches of the sixth technological order, social problems (social
contradictions and a set of requirements to producers) have also joined, all these areas are
up to NBICS - technologies.

Scientists agree that regulation of the telecommunications industry should be in
accordance with the trends of its development and is aimed at maintaining a certain level of
competition, to some extent, liberalization and avoidance of signs of monopolization, which
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will negatively affect the productivity of enterprises, pricing policies, quality provided
services and form barriers to entry of new players into the market.

Considering the dynamism of the industry development, deregulation, which according to
lan Walden, is stimulated by the appearance of new technological developments, which are
not taken into account by the current legislation, can appear [1].

The United States and the United Kingdom conduct a permanent monitoring of the
compliance of the legislative framework and practice, which in turn is also regulated by
relevant laws [2; 3] and provides for a revision of the provisions that have become irrelevant.

The telecommunications market in Ukraine is characterized by an oligopoly, which
leads to a decrease in competition and requires state intervention, taking into account the
specifics of the industry. Therefore, it is necessary to determine the main directions of
integrated regulation: innovative, monetary, financial, social, investment, scientific and
technical policies.

Regulatory legal unit of regulation includes: the Law of Ukraine “About Tele-
communications”, Order the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine from 07.06.2006 Ne 316-r
“On approval the Concept of the development of Telecommunications in Ukraine”.

The regulatory body is the National Commission for Communications Regulation
(NCCR), which regulates communication and information (Law Ne. 3610-V1 (3610-17) of
07.07.2011).

Thus, the legal framework has not changed for quite a long time and has not been
adjusted.

In our presentation, a conceptual diagram of the relationships between regulating and
practicing market participants, taking into account the main factors of the external
environment and the trends in the current development of economic science, should look
like this (Fig. 1).

The main principles of activity in the field of telecommunications are:

1) access of consumers to publicly available telecommunication services that are
necessary to meet their own needs, participate in political, economic and public life;

2) the interaction and interconnectedness of telecommunications networks to enable
communication between consumers of all networks;

3) ensuring the permanence of telecommunications networks and the management of
these networks, taking into account their technological characteristics on the basis of unified
standards, norms and rules;

4) state support for the development of domestic production of technical means of
telecommunications;

5) encouraging competition in the interests of consumers of telecommunications services;

6) increase in the volume of telecommunications services, their list and the creation of
new jobs;

7) introduction of world achievements in the field of telecommunications attraction, use
of domestic and foreign material and financial resources, new technologies, management
experience;

8) to promote the expansion of international cooperation in the field of telecommuni-
cations and the development of a global telecommunications network;

9) providing consumers with access to information on the procedure for obtaining and
quality of telecommunications services;

10) efficiency, transparency of regulation in the field of telecommunications;

11) creation of favorable conditions for activities in the field of telecommunications,
taking into account the peculiarities of technologies and the telecommunications market [4].

However, some of the principles are declarative in nature and the competitive state of the
market is not achieved due to the existence of oligopoly. It is necessary to find relevant
management levers to achieve a competitive environment.

To do this you need:
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— to define the concept of interaction of all participants of the telecommunications market
for the development of the regulatory and legislative framework;

— to define the main tasks of state regulation in the field of telecommunications and to
develop the main methods of influence;

— clearly define the powers of the regulatory body that contribute to the formation of
competition;

— develop criteria for accessibility of communication services for consumers;

— define incentive methods for extending coverage of telecommunications services.

Thus, due to the ongoing changes in the economy as a whole, the telecommunications
industry needs state regulation aimed at supporting the competitive environment, reducing
entry barriers to the small and medium business, supporting innovative implementations and
facilitating the attraction of investment resources.

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INNOVATION ACTIVITY AS A FACTOR OF ENSURING
THE ECONOMIC SECURITY IN UKRAINE

The problem of ensuring the economic security of the country occupies the significant
place in the macroeconomic policy of the developed countries of the world. To date, the
level of economic security of the country depends on the innovation, activation of
innovative activities and modernization in the innovation field. That is why special attention
should be paid to the issues related to the research of the country’s innovation activity as
one of the main factors of ensuring the economic security in Ukraine.

Research in the context of ensuring the economic security of the country on the basis of
the use of innovation have been carried out in the works of such scientists as
O. V. Bolduyeva, O. S. Bogma, S. L. Vorobyov, T. F. Kutsenko, T. P. Krushelnytska,
A. Ye. Nykyforov, O. V. Pabat, S. M. Chystov.

The current state of innovation activity in Ukraine is characterized by many indicators
and the most important are as follows: the state of the scientific, scientific and technical
base, research institutes, laboratories and organizations; state of higher scientific education;
indicators of the number of scientific and technological developments and the value of these
developments and their relevance to the needs of the time, scientific and technological
progress and the development of world scientific thinking, etc. Thus, according to the latest
data of the State Statistical Service of Ukraine, during the period from 2005 to 2015, the
number of organizations, performing the research and development decreased by 35%. The
decrease took place stage by stage with minor fluctuations. To a large extent, the number of
such organizations began to decrease beginning in 2013, Fig. 1.

The level of economic security of the state can be assessed on the basis of using the
method of the calculation of the level of economic security of Ukraine, approved by the
Ministry of the Economy of Ukraine No. 602 of 02.03.2007, based on a comprehensive
analysis of economic security indicators identifying the possible threats to economic
security of Ukraine and applied to the integrated assessment of the level of economic
security of Ukraine in the economy as a whole and by certain fields of activity [2]. The
calculation of indicators for assessing the scientific and technological security of Ukraine

during the period from 2010 to 2015 was carried out according to this methodology that is
based on the latest statistical data on scientific and innovative activities (see Table 1).

(calculated according to the data of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine [1])

As a result of the research, it was determined that the share of expenditures on scientific
and technical activities in Ukraine in 2015 remained less than 1% of GDP — knowledge-
intensity of GDP was 0.62%, including 0.21% at the expense of the state budget
(2014-0.26%). This is the minimum value during the period from 2005 to 2015. This
testifies that science losses its ability to perform an economic function.

The indicators, that characterize the share of enterprises that implement the innovation in
the total number of industrial enterprises, have positive dynamics. However, the share of
implemented innovative products in the total volume of industrial products over a studied
period of 6 years has negative dynamics. The share of innovative products implemented in
the total volume of industrial products decreased by 36.8% from 2010 to 2015, Fig. 2, 3.

Thus, while forming and developing the innovative system of Ukraine at the current
stage, the priority should be given to the institutional support of the innovation activity, the
formation of motivational mechanism for the transition of the real sector of the economy to
the innovative development path.

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CRISIS FACTORS IN THE PROCESS OF SMALL PRIVATIZATION
AT REGIONAL LEVEL (SUMY REGION)

In the process of socio-economic transformation of Ukraine, a special role was assigned
to the State Property Fund of Ukraine. One of the main tasks of its activities is defined
“implementation of state policy in the field of privatization, lease, use and alienation of state
property, as well as in the field of state regulation of property valuation, property rights and
professional valuation activities” [1, art. 4]. In accordance with Ukrainian legislation,
privatization objects are classified as follows [2, p. 5.1]:

1) “big” privatization:

— group C — united property complexes of state enterprises, their structural divisions;
shares of a joint-stock company, formed in the process of privatization and corporatization
(except for objects of group D); the only property complexes of enterprises and
organizations of agriculture, fish industry and agro-industrial complex;

— group D — united property complexes of state enterprises and shares of joint stock
companies that are strategically important for the economy and security of the state or signs
of domination in the national market of goods (works, services), enterprises of the defense-
industrial complex, as well as objects with unique production, use of rare resources [3];

— group G — shares (shares, shares) belonging to the state in the authorized capital of
economic partnerships, other economic organizations and enterprises;

2) “small” privatization:

— group A — united property complexes of state enterprises, their structural divisions that
can be allocated to independent economic entities — legal entities (the average number of
employees for the reporting (financial) year does not exceed 100 persons, the volume of
gross income from sales of products (works, services) does not exceed 70 million UAH,
property value is not enough to form the authorized capital of an economic partnership);
separate individually determined property;

— group E — objects of incomplete construction (buildings, structures, transmitting
devices not put into operation), preserved objects;

— group F — objects of social and cultural purpose, including, together with the state
owned land plots on which they are located.

On the territory of the Sumy region during 2006-2015 57 objects of groups A, D and F
were realized (Table 1 and Table 2).

The data analysis allows us to make a number of significant conclusions regarding the
process of small privatization of state property in the Sumy region:

1) the number of objects sold for the year decreased significantly (from 15 to 2);

2) the tendency of reduction during the period was sustained downward, except in 2009,
which does not eliminate the systematic conclusion;

3) a rapid drop in the total number of realized objects occurred after 2009;

4) during 20102013, there was a temporary quantitative stabilization of sales at the level
of 4 objects per year;

5) in the last 2 years of the investigated period, the level of realization of state-owned
objects was the lowest during the period and equaled to 2 units;

6) the tendency of sales of objects of Group A is practically identical to the general
tendency for all objects of small privatization (the correlation coefficient is almost 0,9);

7) the share of objects of group A in the total number of realized objects for 10 years was

74 percent (42 sales contracts from 57 respectively), and in four years (2008, 2011, 2013,
2015) — 100 percent;

8) cash inflow from the sale of Group A assets in the total state budget revenues from

small privatization exceeded 96 percents;

9) the coefficient of correlation of cash flows from the sale of individually determined

property and from the general implementation is equal to 0,998;

10) the share of objects of group D in the total number of realized objects was 23

percents;
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11) in terms of value, the share of proceeds from the sale of objects of incomplete
construction in the total volume was 1.6 percent;

12) in the quantitative structure of implementation, the smallest is the proportion of
objects of group E (3 percent);

13) cash receipts from the privatization of objects of group E in total income amounted to
2,2 percents;

14) the realization of state-owned objects belonging to groups D and F has a clearly
defined discrete character (no objects have been sold in 5 and 8 years, respectively).

Taking into account the analytical conclusions and examining the practice of
privatization processes, it is necessary to determine the factors that lead to inhibition of
small privatization. Firstly, the fall in purchasing power of the population as a result of the
financial crisis of 2008-2009 greatly influenced investors' interest in the acquisition of state-
owned property. Secondly, objects with the highest degree of investment attractiveness were
implemented during the previous privatization stages. Thirdly, the privatization objects in
the Sumy region are in the vast majority located in the countryside. Fourth, the sale of
objects sale with the land is hampered by the process of property reform, since some
investors are not interested in acquiring land under objects (for example, unfinished
construction of multistory buildings), and the production of land documentation requires
significant spending of public funds and increases the terms of pre-privatization preparation
for a period of 9 months to 2 years. Fifthly, the inclusion of a significant part of the objects
in the list of those subject to privatization occurred in the late 1990s and early 2000s. Lack
of proper funding has led to the fact that they were not properly preserved, destroyed for a
long period, disassembled by unauthorized persons and in critical conditions. Sixthly, the
valuation methods used to determine the initial value of small privatization objects do not
fully reflect the market price at which an investor would agree to purchase an auction lot,
taking into account the need for its completion and repair, financing of accompanying
procedures.

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ECONOMIC AND MATHEMATICAL MODEL FOR IMPROVING SYSTEM
OF MANAGEMENT, CONTROL AND MONITORING OF THE SLREA

In world practice, except Russia and Ukraine, SLREA were rarely created for the
development of depressed regions, because in this case, the state needs significant
infrastructure costs, because investors don’t want to invest in infrastructure, but prefer to
use already established networks.

In contrast to China, Ukrainian legislation didn’t stipulate the creation of SLREA and
didn’t provide incentives for the introduction of new technologies, access to foreign markets
of high-tech products [1].

In the discussion on SLREA, the main aspect was lost — the link with the investment and
innovation component of economic development. If the initiators of domestic SLREA were
immediately faced with the task of attracting technological companies and increasing the
export of products to the markets of industrial countries, the consequences would be much
more persuasive.

It is investigated that for the construction of a mathematical model the following
prerequisites are required: — the model should take into account the quantitative relations
between the existing production in the SLREA territory and its development; — the net gross
output of production must be made by the target function, and the coefficient of real
realizable growth of net gross output of production should be put into the plan as a norm of
the target function. These two components form the final result of the model; — variables
such as: gross production of production, total amount of attracted foreign capital, structural
ratio of capital and productivity, general infrastructure support, requirements for
investments in land development, financial resources owned by SLREA, etc. represent the
main content of the plan and are auxiliary indicators, as well as instrumental variables
supporting the target function; — in its form the model represents a group of homogeneous
equations. Based on the multiple evolution of intra-system variables, approaching the target
value of the result of the calculation, we obtain the coefficient of economic growth and the
target function (Fig. 1).
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If the target function is unsatisfactory, you can use the model revision, increase the
number of variables and equations in order to meet the need for system regulation, as well
as to monitor and guide the real action during the interim calculations of the model.

The obtained economic and mathematical models can be used to improve the system of
management, control and monitoring of SLREA, which will allow transferring the state's
influence from the exogenous factor that causes risks, obstacles and threats to the
endogenous factor — a source of advantages in the activity of the SLREA, which will make
them effective tools Sustainable Innovation Development.

New technologies imported from abroad, no matter how advanced they are, are relatively
high, absolutely high technologies do not fall to us [2].

1.Technologies at enterprises with foreign capital are relatively closed, short production
chains limit their output beyond the boundaries of the enterprise. Most of the enterprises
with foreign capital after arriving in SLREA in terms of scientific and technical factors are
“paratroopers”. Neither the results of their experimental studies, nor the design of products,
nor even any complex production technology, in almost no connection with the country
where the SLREA is located. In most cases, cooperation and operations are carried out at
the lowest level.

2. During the five years of the initial phase of the SLREA, due to shortages of personnel,
high costs, and the economic environment focused on large enterprises, the relocation of
small scientific and technological enterprises has slowed down.
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3. Large state-owned enterprises in development zones were not directly recipients of
investments in science, technology and technical transformations; they were mainly limited
to the preparation of land, the construction of basic infrastructure and real estate.

Consequently, from the very beginning, it is necessary to build work in the SLREA,
focusing on the development of technologies and carefully selecting foreign projects. It is
necessary to concentrate efforts on attracting projects that would use new technologies,
produce new products, develop new industries and become an example for Ukrainian
enterprises of the same field in improving technology and improving product quality. At the
same time, their products should replace imports or be components for domestic production,
and its supply abroad should become a powerful source of foreign exchange earnings.

The necessity of solving the problem of effective fight against corruption,
decentralization of state power and the election of the European integration vector for the
development of the Ukrainian state gave the greatest urgency to the issue of increasing the
transparency of public finances.

Transparency of the budget and budget process is a necessary foundation for the
construction and effective functioning of a democratic society. Ensuring transparency of the
budget allows the socially active part of the public representing the interests of different
segments of the population to have a realistic idea of alternative management decisions in
the budgetary sphere and to influence the authorities, actively protecting their civil rights. In
a broader sense, budget transparency provides the following benefits:

« allows each citizen to understand the language and data of the budget process, as well
as to see the services provided at the expense of collected taxes;

« enables authorities to take public opinion into account when making final budget
decisions on the main areas of cost allocation;

« allows the public to determine the quality of budget decisions at the stage of adoption
and to monitor their implementation;

« increases the level of public confidence in local authorities, as a prerequisite for public
support is, first of all, an understanding of the actions of power structures.

The problem of transparency (transparency) of various spheres of financial relations in
society is considered quite a long time. Thus, the issue of business transparency was
virtually solved starting from the 70s of the twentieth century in connection with the
development of the theory and practice of corporate governance. The founder of the concept
of transparency is Robert Lucas, who in 1976 in his paper “Economic Assessment of Policy:
Criticism” considered the interconnection of economic decisions and market agents'
expectations [1].

First of all, it should be noted that the term “transparency” comes from the English
language (“transparency”). The literal translation into Ukrainian of the term “transparency”
means “transparency”’. The concept of “transparency” is not new to the domestic scientific
space, moreover, it is often used in practice. However, more and more frequently in the
scientific sources, normative documents and journalistic literature, along with the concept of
“transparency”, the terms “openness”, “accountability”, “publicity”, “accessibility” are
used. In some sources, these concepts are defined even by synonyms, which leads to
terminological uncertainty and falsity of disclosure of the nature of these categories.

Developed Western countries have much more experience in developing and operating
the Transparency Institute.

The weighty international standards that raise the issue of budgetary transparency include
the recommendations of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD) on Best Practices for Budget Transparency (OECD Best Practice for Budget
Transparency) [2].
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This authoritative international organization in the said document, under budget
transparency, understands the complete, timely and systematic disclosure of all relevant
information on budgetary and financial activities, and among the recommendations for full
disclosure of the content of budget transparency, it sets requirements not only for budget
information, but also in the broader sense — with the inclusion of government liabilities and
assets. That is, the real meaning of the concept of “transparency (transparency) of the
budget” as it is defined in the developed countries of the world, contains disclosure of
information on all aspects of public finances and is called “fiscal transparency”.

The International Monetary Fund defines fiscal transparency as follows: “Public
openness to the structure of the government and its functions, the intentions of fiscal policy,
public sector accounts and forecasts. It includes rapid access to reliable, comprehensive,
timely, understandable, and internationally comparable information on government
activities in such a way that voters and financial markets can accurately assess the
government's financial position and the real costs and benefits of the government, including
their present and future economic and social value” [3].

Consequently, the emphasis is on the fact that this information concerns absolutely all
aspects of government activity: clear and understandable powers of state bodies, the validity
of fiscal and budgetary policy objectives, qualitative accounting and reporting in the field of
public finances, the availability of analytical calculations and assessments, and taking into
account the recommendations of international standards for statistical data, availability of
public audit findings.

It emphasizes the need to comply with the requirements for the qualitative characteristics
of the information provided (relevance, reliability, timeliness, clarity, comparability,
relevance, etc.).

One can conclude that transparency (transparency) is a concept that is far beyond
openness, because it involves not only the disclosure but also its completeness, reliability
and comprehensiveness for a wide range of users. That is, the concept of “openness” is
based on the number of published information, and “transparency” — including on its
qualitative characteristics.

In the context of studying the problems of the budget process in the financial theory and
drawing on the experience of authoritative international organizations, we consider it
necessary to formulate the actual definition of the concept of “transparency of the budget
process”.

Consequently, the transparency of the budget process is a set of constituent elements that
form the level of public awareness about all aspects of government activity at all stages of
the budget process, as well as provide an opportunity to influence management decisions
and control over the activities of government structures. The constituent elements of the
transparency of the budget process are: openness, completeness, clarity, authenticity,
timeliness, relevance, clarity and comparability of information.

In our opinion, the choice of a course on the transparency of the budget process has the
following significant advantages:

— international financial organizations, rating agencies, lenders, investors have a clear
idea of the state of the budget process in the state, which in turn increases the level of trust
in the country as a potential borrower and contributes to the improvement of the investment
climate;

— government structures receive systematic budgetary indicators that are necessary for
the adoption of sound management decisions in the field of economic policy, which ensures
high efficiency of public administration;

— an active part of the public is interested in the transparency of the budget process, as it
receives an appropriate amount of information and is able to influence decision-making on
the implementation of the budget process.

In today's conditions of decentralization of power, the transparency of the budget process
becomes a special one.

We believe that at the local level achieving the highest level of transparency in all stages
of the budget process is the basis for the implementation of the ultimate goal of the reform
of local self-government: to ensure citizens' participation in making management decisions
on the budget process.

The peculiarities of the implementation of the budget process at the local level at the
present stage of Ukraine's development are conditioned by the need to study the main areas
of determining the effectiveness of procedures and processes that ensure the transparency of
the budget process at the level of the united territorial communities.
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THE MODERN FINANCING STATUS OF UKRAINIAN SCIENCE
AND THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ITS NEW INSTITUTIONAL MODEL

Higher educational institutions have a special place in modernizing the Ukrainian
economy on the principles of innovative development, since it is within their walls that a
strong scientific, technical and human potential is concentrated. Ukrainian universities
traditionally, both during the period of existence of the USSR and during the post-socialist
period, received resources for carrying out research works mainly due to direct budgetary
financing. Despite that fact, the deep systemic crisis caused by the violent termination of the
socialist stage of the Ukrainian economy's development, and its return to capitalist industrial
relations, has not been overcome as for today. Unlike most of the former socialist countries
of Central and Eastern Europe, Ukraine, according to history, failed to lay down and
develop the foundations of an effective, resource-saving, innovative, and socially oriented
capitalist economy. The cardinally excellent results of our country and the other countries,
the so-called “socialist camp” clearly confirms the validity of the provisions of the theory of
socio-economic development on the basis of extractive and inclusive factors, which are
being developed by neo-institutional scientists from the United States, Daron Acemoglu and
James Robinson [1].

An example of European countries suggests that the use of inclusive factors of economic
growth, which allows most members of society to benefit from economic recovery, serves
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as a powerful basis for the development of society. On the contrary, the Ukrainian ruling
class took the course to plant so-called extractive economic institutions (monopolistic
position in the markets of goods and services, privately-oriented budget expenditures, etc.)
aimed at securing the interests of a narrow group of citizens in the management of the state's
economy for their own benefit. They prevent other groups of citizens from benefiting from
participation in economic relations. Extractive institutions provide the alienation of property
or profits to the benefit of narrow groups and are supported by extractive political
institutions of a similar nature that protect the control of privileged groups over the
economy (full-scale protection by the legal system, clan-oriented party and electoral system,
etc.). The extremely destructive, oligarchic-extractive model of Ukrainian capitalism over
the past decades has led to a chronic non-fulfillment of the revenue side of the budget,
which in turn leads to a significant reduction in the actual funding of research work carried
out by academic research institutes and higher education institutions. The critically low state
of resource provision of university science is recognized at all levels of Ukrainian
government and is confirmed by objective statistical data.

In Ukraine, at the legislative level (in the text of both Laws “On Scientific and Scientific
and Technical Activities” of 1991 and the new, adopted for its replacement in 2015), the
level of budget expenditures on science and scientific and technical activities is determined
— they have to be at least 1.7% of GDP [2]. However, the total cost of research and
development (from all sources) over the past decade did not exceed 1.3% of GDP. And the
state budget funds aimed at these goals never exceeded 0.5% of GDP. In 2013, the financing
of science from the state budget fell to a total of 0.29% of GDP, the total expenditure on
science amounted to 0.77% of GDP [3]. In 2016, funding for science was reduced further,
due to what the Minister of Education and Science L. Grinevich declared the level of
financing of science critical: “International experts have confirmed that financing of science
at 0.14% is critically small. In order for science to work, it requires 0.3% of GDP. If we do
not increase funding, we will not be able to use the funds efficiently” [4].

But world experience shows that the powerful realization of the economic function of
science, its decisive influence on the solution of the problems of technological upgrading of
production in the country and the large-scale production of competitive products are
possible only if the amount of science expenses exceeds 0.9% of GDP [5]. In the medium-
term, the priority actions of the Government till 2020 state that “today the budget financing
of scientific and scientific-technical activity at the expense of budget funds has reached the
historical minimum and according to the forecast data in 2016 will make about 0,16 percent
of gross domestic product of Ukraine. About 90 percent of it will be directed to ensuring the
activity of state scientific institutions on the principle of basic financing” [6].

In order to increase the efficiency of using the limited funds of the state budget and
reorienting the efforts of Ukrainian scientists to the priority tasks of science and technology
development, the emphasis in the relations “state as a customer — scientists as executors” is
shifting ever more from stable basic to grant and tender financing of scientific research.

The necessity of a significant increase of the role of competitive principles in financing
science is also clearly indicated in the materials of a thorough international audit of the
national system of research and innovation, which was carried out in 2016 by experts of the
“Horizon-2020” program.

In this program, in particular, it is specified that there is a need to “improve the quality
and significance of the scientific and technical area through the financing of competitive
research”, which recommends that “by 2022 40% of all available public funding for
research and technological development (R&D) through competitive project funding. The
remaining 60% should be allocated through institutional funding procedures. To reach this
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goal, a stepwise increase of competitive research funding up to 20% in 2018; 30% in 2020;
and 40% in 2022 is respectively suggested” [7; 9].

In fact, the academic and educational community of Ukraine is faced with the necessity
of the forced completion of the transition to a fundamentally new institutional model for
financing research work at universities and academic institutions (Fig. 1).

This model involves an organic combination of budgetary and extrabudgetary sources of
science financing, which can take the form of both basic and program-targeted competitive
funding and is aimed at exploiting the benefits of specific sources and forms for addressing
the short-term and long-term goals of science.
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CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES TO THE FORMATION
OF THE NATIONAL AUTOMOTIVE TRANSPORT SYSTEM

One of the most important strategic directions for the development of the national
economy is the use of transit and transport potential of the country and ensuring the efficient
functioning of the Ukrainian automotive transport system.

According to the Global Competitiveness Index 2016-2017 [1], Ukraine is ranked the
91st out of 138 countries in terms of transport infrastructure development. However, the
worst position is road quality. Due to this indicator, in 2016-2017 Ukraine occupies the
132nd place out of 138 possible.

According to the Logistics Performance Index (LPI) [2], the situation is similar. If we
consider the scores for each characteristic separately, Ukraine is the worst rated for customs
clearance (2.30 points against 4.12 in Germany), which is the 116th place in the list,
according to the rating for a separate characteristic. It should be noted that according to the
research conducted by the Gallup Institute (USA), Ukraine ranks the 133th out of
148 countries in the ranking of countries by the state of the highways [3].

Therefore, it is necessary to build a systematic, adequate concept of reforming Ukraine's
automotive transport system. The first step in this direction at the state level was the
approval of the Transport Strategy of Ukraine 2020 [4]. The main expected results of the
implementation of this strategy should be increase of the safety level in transport and the
reduction of the emission of harmful substances into the atmosphere by 30%. This requires:

— to carry out construction and modernization of transport, warehouse infrastructure,
cargo terminals;

— to create favorable technical, legal, organizational and financial-economic conditions
for the development of intermodal transportation, a strategic network of intermodal
transshipment points;

— define intermodal container routes within the international transport corridors;

— to create conditions for sustainable economic and technological integration of the
transport complex with the main shippers;

— relying on the Tax Code of Ukraine to ensure accelerated renewal of the active part of
the main production funds of transport sectors;

— to improve the state control system for transport safety and to form a system of state
supervision of traffic safety;

— to extend the scope of electronic documents in the area of freight transport and vehicle
support;

— to establish effective cooperation at the regional level of public transport management
authorities with local authorities and the private sector;
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— to ensure the implementation of the Transport Strategy objectives in terms of
environmental protection and energy efficiency and other measures.

For the formation of a modern automotive transport system, it is important to reform the
main monopolist on the automotive transport Ukravtodor. This step involves a combination
of centralized management of the network of highways of the state importance and
management of the local roads at the regional level, optimization of the network of state
importance highways, transfer of local importance highways to local executive authorities,
reorganization of PJSC “SJSC” Avtomobilni dorogy Ukrainy (Highways of Ukraine) “and
formation on its base the state-owned enterprises (some of which may be privatized).

Besides, the further implementation of works on network development and maintenance
of automotive roads on a competitive basis with the gradual European experience inclusion
on the conclusion of long-term contracts (contracts) on the maintenance of roads of state
importance on the principle of maintenance of their operational status in accordance with
regulatory legal acts, norms and standards is needed [5].

Thus, according to the new management structure for general use roads, Ukravtodor will
be responsible for maintenance of public roads of state importance, and the oblast
administration for the maintenance of public roads of local importance, while for the
construction, reconstruction and repair of state and local roads will remain Ukravtodor.

Thus, out of 169.6 thousand km of public roads, about 117.8 thousand km will be
transferred to the balance of regional administrations, which will allow Ukravtodor to focus
on the rehabilitation of existing roads, which are the components of international transport
corridors, and in the long run to focus on the construction of new highways [6].

The European practice is that for the roads pay users, i.e. car drivers. In Ukraine, this
principle is also applied by collecting the excise tax when refueling vehicles with gasoline
or diesel fuel. As Ukrainians consume about 10 million tons of fuel (gasoline and diesel
fuel) per year, they pay 2.6 UAH. excise duty per liter of gasoline and 2 UAH per 1 liter of
diesel fuel, then the State Road Fund could receive funds in the amount of 30-35 billion
UAH. per year, which is a minimum requirement for the road sector.

According to the amendments to the current Tax Code of Ukraine, from January 1, 2015,
transport tax, excise tax on buses, freight transport and electric motors, as well as restored
excise tax on converted cars were introduced. In January-September 2015, taxpayers paid a
transport tax of UAH 343.2 million to the budget [7].

But due to the lack of targeted financial resources direction, all these funds do not come
to the State Road Fund and, accordingly, do not go for the construction, repair and
maintenance of highways.

Another issue is the allocation of funds to roads, usually at the end of the month on a
residual basis, after meeting the needs of other sectors of the economy that have protected
articles or targeted sources of funding from the special fund of the state budget.

Therefore it is necessary:

— to direct funds of the Road Fund (especially excise and transport taxes) for the
purposeful use i.e. construction, reconstruction, repair and maintenance of public roads;

— to minimize the delays in payments of planned funds for construction, reconstruction,
repair and maintenance of public roads;

— to redistribute from the end of the year for the first six months expenditures, which are
required by the terms of the repair and construction season, which will ensure both the
realization of works and also timely calculation for them, which will reduce the debt
burden;
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— introduce public accountability for the purposeful use of road funds to finance the
construction, reconstruction, repair and maintenance of public roads, which will reduce the
corruption and increase the efficiency of public investment into infrastructure.

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THE SIMULATION MODEL OF THE FUNCTIONING
OF COOPERATION CONSUMER OF UKRAINE AS AN INTEGRAL
SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC SYSTEM ON THE BASIS OF COORDINATION
OF ITS INTERESTS AND THE STATE

There was conducted an analytical strategic planning a functioning system of Ukraine
consumer cooperation as an integral social and economic system in the structure of the
national economy by increasing its effectiveness. Planning has been done on the basis of the
collected data and practical testing of the conceptual building model of the scenario
complex for the functioning of the Ukraine consumer cooperation in the structure of the
Ukraine’s national economy (Kyiv).

The results of the study suggest the need to build a simulation model of the consumer
cooperatives in Ukraine as an integrated socio-economic system based on the harmonization
of the interests of the public by means of a Second Direct Planning Process.
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We constructed the hierarchy of the RPP (Pic. 1).

Consequently, the results of the analysis of the ranking of criteria regarding probable
scenarios of the future level of functioning of the Ukraine’s cooperation consumer as an
integral socioeconomic system testify that taking into account the weight of all criteria the
integral estimation of the generalized scenario of the Second Direct Planning Process is
positive. This means that the situation with the functioning of Ukraine’s cooperation
consumer as an integral social and economic system in the structure of the national
economy will improve significantly in the near future, provided that it effectively
cooperates with the actor, “State regulation”, and the use of certain opportunities and the
prevention of problems hindering the functioning of consumer cooperation.

This situation is explained by a significant improvement (relative to the current state) of
the value of most criteria. The greatest improvement is expected in the timely detection of
signs and causes of insolvency and bankruptcy, assistance in developing an anti-crisis
program and implementing measures to improve consumer cooperation. Conditions for the
creation of a unified operational chain: agricultural production and procurement —
processing — trade and replenishment of the main and circulating assets of cooperative
organizations at the expense of the unit fund due to the entry of new members, increase of
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share contribution, as well as loan funds of shareholders, involvement of shareholders in
investing in consumer cooperatives can evaluate as very likely. A significant increase in
business activity between consumer cooperatives and enterprises of adjacent and supportive
industries is expected, a more rational choice and thorough justification of ways to
strengthen the competitiveness of the consumer cooperatives system by building an
appropriate structure that will ensure sustainable development of the national economy.
Increasing the attention to the security of Ukraine in the field of food security will open up
markets for domestic production; there will be real opportunities for the recovery of large-
scale harvesting activities. There will be a significant increase in volumes of own
production; increasing the intensity of development and reducing the risk of loss of profits,
as well as the use of conditions for sustainable economic growth and a balanced social
development of consumer cooperatives. It will be noticeable to increase the level of support
of mechanisms of cooperation and integration of small and medium enterprises by local
authorities; restoration and development of the consumption culture. It will overall legal and
financial literacy of the management, employees of financial, economic and legal services
will increase. There will be favourable conditions for optimization of tax payments,
development of social sphere and protection of social and economic interests of
shareholders. The scale of the functioning of consumer cooperation is increasing due to the
strengthening of interaction with shareholders as members of procurement activities and
loyal buyers of goods of cooperative trade networks. The volume of purchases of
agricultural products and wild raw materials, and, consequently, the volume of processing
and production. The number of trade resources will be increased at the expense of products
of unit-holders, individual labour activity, folk crafts, hunting, fishing, animal husbandry.
Stimulating the effective demand of the population and boosting production in rural areas
will be of great importance. Providing a growing market for products of exclusive (home)
quality, which may be demanded by the most demanding consumers in the trading network
and catering enterprises, will be of little importance. Restrictions on imports and global
trends in agricultural prices will almost not change.

Thus, on the basis of comprehensive analytical planning of the future level of functioning
of Ukraine’s cooperation consumer as a holistic socio-economic system in the structure of
the national economy, it is shown how it is necessary to change the structure of the
hierarchy of the problem in order to bring the desired future closer, that is, to bring the
logical future closer to the desired one. For this purpose, the influence of the actor “State
regulation” is taken into account, as well as the most significant actions of the actors with
the calculated intensity of application. Such cyclic calculations are foreseen until the logical
future approaches the desired future. But the improvement of the integrated assessment of
the generalized scenario confirms that the goal of the analysis of improvements has already
been achieved (Ukoopspilka, Kyiv).

During the practical testing of the proposed approach, it is proved that it is a
methodological basis for forecasting the levels of functioning of Ukraine’s cooperation
consumer as a holistic socio-economic system in the structure of the national economy and a
practical tool based on system analysis of the problem and comprehensively incorporating
and using all the limiting factors, problems and opportunities of all the parameters of the
system that are in the problem, all their goals, policies and tasks, all alternatives and
opportunities for scenarios of development st.

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USING INTERNATIONAL GREEN CERTIFICATION SYSTEMS
AS AN ELEMENT OF ANTI-CRISIS MANAGEMENT
OF RESIDENTIAL BUILDING INDUSTRY

Building industry is one of the most important for national economy, which determines
the whole system’s functioning. Capital building creates enormous % of employment and
uses the production of numerous industries. Economic effect of building industry is in fact
the multiplication effect of investments into it through stimulating building materials
production and corresponding equipment, machinery industry, metallurgy and metal
processing, oil refining, glass production, woodworking, porcelain fabrics, transport, power
engineering etc. In addition, as no other industry, building one facilitates small and medium
business development.

Economic growth in building industry causes general economic progress in the country
and solving of multiple social problems. It seems impossible to talk seriously about any
international competitiveness of Ukrainian building sector due to the lack of financing and
organizational transformations. Even though 2016 showed the increase in building services
realization by 14,2 %, still capital funds are worn out at 60%, per family indicators of
building capital funds in Ukraine are 3 times less than in Russia and 4 times less than in
Lithuania. Comparing to Western European countries provision of Ukrainians with housing
iIs 3-5 times less. The average rate of bankruptcy in recent years in this industry is 40%,
which is no way agreeable for sure [6]. Concerning innovations and perspective directions
of development, convergence with European model of building industry the relevant
achievements seem not to be significant at all. New technologies, especially sustainability in
engineering and constructing are outstanding cases in Ukrainian building market due to
unsatisfactory financial affairs of most building companies, conflicts of corporate interests,
particular system of planning, old technologies use, absence of own financing opportunities
to implement mass new technologies, worn out fixed assets and deficit of current assets [4].
Combining with macro-factors such as high investment risks, formation of new market
niches, tax and depreciation policy, nontransparent privatization processes, old fixed assets
in building complex form current tendencies as increasing restructurization of building
production with imposed and reactive character, lagging behind of real restructurization
processes from objective changes in market environment, chain reaction of slowing down
other industries in national economy.

In the past decade, communities across the globe have embraced green building
certification as a way to recognize and encourage sustainable construction by setting
standards for whole-building energy efficiency, water conservation, materials and waste
management, interior air quality and other innovative features that reduce environmental
impacts and create healthier spaces. They also drive the construction industry to raise the
bar on sustainable performance [1]. Over time, building certification standards have been
incorporated into national and local building codes and used in policies to foster their
widespread application in new construction.
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The reasons for pursuing a green building certification for a project are varied.
Certification through any rating system provides verification of the green nature of the
project, and can be a valuable educational and marketing tool for owners and design and
construction teams through the process of creating a more sustainable building. Green
building certification can also be a way to provide an incentive for clients, owners, designers,
and users to develop and promote highly sustainable construction practices. It is important to
note that a building does not have to be certified to be sustainable and well-built [5].

The guidelines within rating systems also help to clarify a market filled with “green”
options. Rating systems also clearly outline what green standards need to be followed and
what types of green products should be included in construction specifications. The
dynamic nature of projects might prohibit one system but favor another. The choice is
dependent upon the uniqueness of each project and the project needs and requirements such
as the project location, size, budget, and overall project goals. Also comparing essential
issues such as cost, ease of use, and building performance will help determine which
building rating system is applicable and which certification level is possible [3].

There are a wide range of economic and environmental benefits to sustainable design,
often achieved through the use of standards, rating, and certification systems. According to
a study of LEED certified buildings, the USGBC has found that energy, carbon, water, and
waste can be reduced, resulting in savings of 30 to 97% respectively. Operating costs of
green buildings can also be reduced by 8-9% while increasing in value up to 7.5%. Many
sustainable buildings have also seen increases of up to 6.6% on return on investment, 3.5%
increases in occupancy, and rent increases of 3% [2]. Other benefits of green buildings, such
as higher productivity and increased occupant health, have been attributed to better indoor
environmental quality, increases in natural day-lighting, and healthier materials and
products within green buildings.

Research shows that green building has created millions of jobs and contributed hundreds
of billions of dollars to the U.S. economy, with the construction of LEED-certified buildings
accounting for about 40 percent of green construction’s overall contribution to GDP in
2015. Green building sector of the U.S. construction industry slated to contribute 2.3 million
jobs in 2015, growing to 3.3 million by 2018. This industry is certainly on the rise, and
aggressive growth in the green building sector is anticipated over the next four years. In
addition to national jobs, GDP and labor earnings from green building, the study projects
significant growth in green building’s contribution to individual states’ tax contributions
and environmental asset indicators at both the national and state levels. Total state earnings
related to LEED building construction projects are estimated to total $8.4 billion by 2018. In
Texas alone, almost 1.26 million jobs in the green building sector are projected between
2015 and 2018 [3]. As a result, green building will also contribute to significant savings
across energy, trash, water and maintenance costs.

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CONCEPTUAL AND THEORETICAL BASIS OF TRANSITION
TO THE RESULT-ORIENTED BUDGET

Modern architectonics of institutional organizations of the budgetary system of Ukraine
are formed in accordance with the Decree of the President of Ukraine “On the System of
Central Bodies of Executive Power” No. 1572/99 of December 15, 1999. This system
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provides the distribution of institutional organizations to political (ministries) executive state
committees and control (departments, services, inspections). Such a division of the budget
system should be accompanied not only creation of the provisions of the new agencies but
also development of non-traditional economic mechanisms for the Ukrainian budget system
by forming a perfect institutional environment for their effective manifestation.

An important direction of improvement in this regard may be budgeting on the results,
the conceptual and theoretical foundations of which are given in Fig. 1, this is facilitated by
the recent reorganization of institutions of the budgetary system, which allows separating
activities that in principle are measurable in an accurate assessment from that, which can be
evaluated only qualitatively. This is a strategy for reforming the budget system and most
CIS countries [1; 3; 5].

The implementation of financing methods based on planned results becomes necessary,
because the old methods of budget planning and execution are no longer in line with the
potential of the new architectural system of the budget system. Their application should be
carried out in the first place to the executive and supervisory-controlling institutional
organizations of the system. Otherwise, an attempt to put the bureaucracy of the system into
service and under the control of the public will be nothing more than a declaration. The old
administrative budget system will be recreated in a more multifaceted and complicated
form. This will be supported by the preserved mechanisms of functioning of the budget
system of the USSR, which were built on the basis of detailed control over financial flows,
the system of numerous and poorly agreed constraints, averaged standards that did not take
into account the real needs and performance of the recipients of budget funds. The budget
system proceeded from the presumption of “guilty” of budget recipients in the inefficiency
and misuse of budget funds. The budget itself was a closed (secret) document, not subject to
public discussion. The function of determining the priorities of budget expenditures
assumed executive power, which in the budget architectonics and was subordinated only to
institutional organizations in the hierarchy. By appearance rigor of control hiding
uncontrolled, under strict restrictions — their uncertainty and softness. The system did not
ensure the full implementation of officially approved rigid norms and restrictions, which are
replaced by individual agreements (budget agreements) between ministries and recipients of
budget funds. This variant of soft budget constraints and its consequences is described by
J. Cornei [2]. For the budgetary system of Ukraine, the ideology of the method of estimated
financing is characteristic, when the planning and use of budget resources is carried out on a
partial cost table, which is revised in many cases throughout the year. In the budget process,
the developers of the budget estimates methodology focus their efforts on the development
of accounting and reporting. That is why, in Ukraine, the practice of accounting is quite
developed in the system, which distinguishes it from many developed countries, where the
basic accounting of budget incomes and expenses is not adjusted. “The current model of the
budget system forms the space for manipulating financial flows, as a result of which budget
resources are often used not intended, inefficient, and at some stages of the budget system
imbalances are formed” [4, c. 4].

Thus, summing up the conceptual and theoretical bases of transition to a result-oriented
budget, one should note that there is a correlation between the level of excellence of the
institutional environment of the budget process and the efficiency of the functioning of the
budget system. A perfect institutional environment focused on evaluating the results
changes the philosophy of public finance management and creates incentives for the
domination of the public choice of the “Pathnam group” (those who are primarily concerned
with social needs rather than their own), rather than the “Olson Group” (those who worry in
the first place about their needs and then about social ones).

That is, there is a dependence of the efficiency of the budget process on the efficiency of
its institutions and the institutional environment. In the context of reforming the entire
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budget system, it should contribute: firstly, to overcome the dominant role of central
institutional institutions in the budget system in the process of designing reform and the
relative one-sidedness of these processes. Not consulting, but broad engagement with
scholars and project experts, funded by international donors, representatives of different
parts of the budget system, the success of which it will depend on; secondly, make this
process as open to society as possible so that it is prepared for change. The mechanisms for
ensuring openness and communicative mechanisms should be part of a reform strategy that
affects both the content of the transformations being carried out and the nature of
governance, and in the subsequent effectiveness of public control over the use of budget
funds; thirdly, reforming the system, taking into account the possibility of each of its
branches (region), the harmony of local measures with measures of central institutional
organizations, based on mechanisms of stimulation of passive regions for action. After all,
the heterogeneity of regions in terms of administrative capacity and budget security requires
differentiation of the implementation of the reform; fourthly, the formation of reliable
monitoring mechanisms capable of reflecting the status of each institutional organization of
budget architecture, increasing the efficiency of public spending management, and
encouraging the use of a higher level of technology and staffing for continuous
improvement. The new institutional environment should incorporate the budget system into
a common management system and be characterized by a high level of accountability and
transparency.

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ORGANIZATIONAL CULTURE
OF TOURISM AND HOSPITALITY ENTERPRISES
AS MEANS OF ANTICRISIS MANAGEMENT OF THEIR ACTIVITY

The specificity of organizational culture depends on branch of the enterprises that is
researched in [5; 8; 9]. But in modern conditions tourism and hospitality enterprises are the
most dynamic in this field. The character feature of the last is efficiency providing and
quality increase in the conditions of constantly changing environment.

To achieve competitive advantages of tourism and hospitality enterprise we must forecast
changes in outer environment, to manage the internal controlled factors of economic activity
and take into account possibility of influence of non-controlled factors. It is possible in
terms of strategic management and organizational culture management of enterprise.

Grynko T., Smirnov S. define the next concept “organizational culture of enterprise” —
“... dynamic, integral social-administrative construct, which is unique and characterizes an
enterprise through the prism of its values, behavioral patterns, methods of managerial
decision making, provides competitive benefits in a long-term prospective, adaptation to the
conditions of environment and is used as means of enterprise management activity with the
aim of strategy realization of and aims achievement of enterprise” [4, c. 149-150]. Thus, in
modern functioning conditions the organizational culture of enterprise grows into strategic
resource of management that provides development of tourism and hospitality enterprises
and their firmness during a crisis.
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It is admitted that both external and internal factors influence on the organizational
culture of enterprise. But one of major factors (for the tourism and hospitality enterprises) is
the system of encouragements and punishments, that is accepted on enterprise. The value of
organizational culture also consists in explaining factor for the employees of enterprise.
With the course of time and under some circumstances an organizational culture can
undergo changes. Crisis as typical feature can be shown in external and internal enterprise
environment and is indicator that outlines the power of enterprise culture as necessary item
for changes of culture that is formed.

Most scientists consider that methods of changes of organizational culture, that can be
consequence of crises are identical to the methods of support of enterprise culture [1; 3; 6]:
change of production technologies; change of organizational structure; change of
management style of a crisis; a change of objects and points of boss attention; change of
organizational attribute, reformation of the communications system; changes in system of
personnel control; change of stimulation criteria and motivation of personnel; re-projecting
of roles and change of tendencies in the personnel studies programs.

The value of organizational culture consists in that it is an explaining factor for the
employees of enterprise. But during a crisis, exactly motivation becomes the “heel of
Achilles” of personnel. The shortage of internal motivation prevents the acceptance of
timely measures in changes of cultural paradigms of enterprise. In fact the change of
enterprise culture needs realization of numerous transformations on different levels and
functions of enterprise: strategies, personnel, organizational structure, management styles,
system of indemnification, capital, communication etc. While planning organizational
culture changes Kravchenko V. recommends taking into account next rules [6]:

— organizational changes are long and troublesome process, as a result of inertness of
culture;

— selection of the most effective subculture, and its use as initial positions of innovations
introduction;

— necessity of perfect knowledge of organizational culture of “forerunner”, because it is
necessary to take into account initial positions of changes;

— you should not criticize and persecute previous culture of enterprise, as it may be re-
projected in a new way;

— it is a necessity to attract personnel to the active actions as sources of changes variation;

— exact coordinates of innovative transformations must be defined, taking into account
causes and effects of crisis.

Changes in enterprise culture can either preceded to the changes of behavior, or to follow
them. The first takes place when absolute proofs of considerable advantage of new basic
suppositions are in comparison to existing ones. In this case people are required to gain new
knowledge, competence and skills necessary for making corresponding standards of
behavior [7].

Most enterprises of tourism and hospitality spheres through crisis have to bring in serious
changes to the organizational culture, procedures decisions making etc., moreover
advantage is got by those enterprises that does not expect the irreversible negative
tendencies, and gradually change and optimize separate functions and procedures,
converting changes into continuous process of service development.

Such process gives an opportunity to reorganize the culture of tourism and hospitality
enterprise, strengthening it, as well as assists expansion of work experience of employees.
The process of reorganization of organizational culture in terms of crisis supposes
transformation of culture from existing state to at least necessary and sufficient for this
minute “survival” of enterprise to gain additional time that is a necessity for changes. The
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most important in the processes of changes and reorganization of organizational culture of
tourism and hospitality enterprise is possibility to get rid of a load that accumulates on any
enterprise and can be technological (out-of-date services), human (low professional culture
of some employees), technogenic (out-of-date equipment) character.

Bowman C., Faulkner D. asserted that a culture was formed under three factors:
organizational processes, cognitive processes and organizational behavior [2]. Maintenance
of organizational culture consists in the increase of economic indicators of enterprise and
achievement the best results in efficiency of management. It means optimization of
organizational processes, development of cognitive possibilities of workers and
development of professional culture of employees, are those directions that will result in the
increase of competitiveness of tourism and hospitality enterprises.

The peculiar feature of tourism and hospitality enterprises management is close
intercommunication of organizational culture with a major performance of these enterprises
indicator — quality of services and their assignment. Thus quality of services assignment
depends on the parameters of the management system on an enterprise (organizational
processes and behavior). A change of organizational culture is not a linear process; however
as a result of changes there is a possibility to get an enterprise which will be standard in the
sphere.

At the changes of organizational culture it is necessary on the tourism and hospitality
enterprises to remember about client oriented services. The feature of activity of these
enterprises is that for the tourism and hospitality enterprises the management of human
capitals on the basis of forming and development of high-efficiency organizational culture is
basis of all activity. Most enterprises use an organizational culture as mechanism that allows
more effective for everybody to use employees for the achievement of aims of organization
and aims of personnel, as a factor of providing devotion to common business. In terms of
crisis tourism and hospitality enterprise objectively forces to increase efforts that are sent to
form and support it, individually actualized, control system of development of
organizational culture.

Thus, in basis of realization of organizational culture functions on the tourism and
hospitality enterprises during a crisis, forming and development of personnel’s qualities that
will guarantee the client’s return and grant to his (client) recommendation other people. In
case of implementation of these functions an organizational culture will become a tool that:

— firstly, helps to manage with the crisis phenomena (group of adaptation functions);

— secondly, assists confession (group of identification functions);

— thirdly, facilitates “effective labor” due to creation on the enterprise of team of like-
minded people (group of integration functions).

Thus, a crisis is a catalyst that lights up the lacks of existing on an enterprise
organizational culture. A crisis always needs changes, but for the tourism and hospitality
enterprises at planning of change it is necessary to start from satisfaction of consumer’s
necessities of services, terms of competition and strategy of observance of the traditions
both by employers and employees.
